Call To Order

The City Council of the City of Yuba City was called to order by Mayor Pro Tem John Miller at
7:00 p.m.

Roll Call

Invocation

Police Chief Richard Doscher gave the invocation.

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag

Councilmember Cartoscelli led the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Presentations and Proclamations

1. Youth Commission Presentation

Youth Commissioner Britney Shean gave the monthly report

2. Proclamation for National Preparedness Month

A proclamation was presented to Bill Fuller who represented the Yuba City Fire
Department, for National Preparedness Month

3. Proclamation for Family Day

Mayor Pro Tem Miller presented the Family Day Proclamation and advised the City
Clerks office to mail the Proclamation as there was not a representative to accept it.

Public Hearing

4. Appeal of the Planning Commission's approval of Harter Estates - South (SM 06-
04) a 96-lot subdivision of 32.93 acres consisting of 81 single -family homes lots,
11 commercial lots and 4 office lots. The residential density for the map is 5.28
units per acre. The project is located at Hwy 20 and Harter Parkway in the Harter
Specific Plan area. Subdivider/Property Owner-Harter Packing Partner

Aaron Busch, Director of Community Development, shared a site plan of the Harter Plan.
The map included sites for 81 residential lots ,11 commercial lots, and 4 office lots. The
plan was originally approved by Council in October of 2004. The project had approval for
the specific plan the environmental impact report and the project development
agreement. During the original approval the staff reviewed the impact of the plan in
regards to traffic, densities, infrastructure needs, etc. The original map proposed to the
Planning Committee during their August meeting. During the Planning Commission
meeting the residents in the surrounding areas expressed their concerns. The Planning
Commission responded to the concerns by requiring the width of the lots be widened to
60 foot minimums. This would make for a more consistent look with the property lines
already in place. In efforts to clean up the lots from the original map they have also
restricted the developers to only build single story dwellings. The map proposed during
tonight's council meeting is a proposal as well as a recommendation to deny the appeal
and uphold the Planning Commissions actions. The letter of appeal is provided in
packets for council tonight all concerns of the appeal have been reviewed and staff finds
that all requirements for building have been reviewed for consistency and to insure that
zoning requirements were met.

Tom Tucker of Harter Packing spoke and introduce Jon McKelley of Live Oak and Didar
Bains of Yuba City. Didar Bains asked the concerned citizens to choose three
representatives to meet with the developers and discuss the map. Mr. Bains
recommended coming back to council in two weeks with another map proposal after
meeting with the concerned citizens. Councilmember Cartoscelli agreed with
postponement the decision of the appeal until a later meeting and thanked the
developers for making this offer. Councilmember Doolittle also thanked the developers
for postponing the final decision to come up with alternatives. He also clarified that the
Subdivision in discussion was not a low income subdivision that it was an R1 zone which
is affordable housing. Mayor Pro Tem Miller asked the concerned citizens in the
audience to name the three representatives to meet with the City Staff and the
Developers.

Mr. Gillett, Mr. Law and Mr. Propst volunteered to meet with Staff and the developers
regarding this issue. Mayor Pro Tem Miller asked Mr.Busch, to bring this item back to
Council on October 17, 2006. He also recommended that Mr. Busch be the point person
between the concerned citizens representatives and the developers in setting up this
meeting. Councilmember Cartocelii moved to continue the decision on the appeal in
order for Staff to meet with the citizens and the developers. Councilmember Doolittle
seconded the motion that passed with a unanimous vote.

7. Request for Purchase of a Type 1 Fire Engine

Jack Smtih, General Services Manager provided a recommendation to Council to
purchase a type 1 Fire Engine for the amount of $359,227.86 from Golden State Fire
Apparatus. With an additional $5,000 for contingencies. The recommendation is a pre-
payment purchase.

Councilmember Cartoscelli asked for the clarification of the advantage of a pre-payment
option. Jack Smith clarified the purpose of purchasing the equipment on the pre-payment
plan we result in a savings of approximately $19,000. Councilmember Cartoscelli
commended Mr. Smith on the thorough staff report provided.

Councilmember Doolittle commented that by purchasing through Golden State Fire
Apparatus is good to keep consistency in equipment.

Councilmember Cartoscelli made a motion to award a contract to Golden State Fire
Apparatus, Inc. of Modesto, California in the amount of $359,227.86 for the purchase of
one Pierce Forcer Type 1 Fire Engine and authorize and additional $5,000 for
contingencies. Councilmember Doolittle seconded the motion that passed with a
unanimous vote.

8. Garden Highway Fence Replacement

Diana Langley, Senior Engineer is recommending that Council reject the only bid
received from Newland Entities, Inc. in the amount of $273,963.00 and re-advertise the
project. The request for bid in August was advertised for 30 days. Four contractors took
plans out. Until the time the bid opening staff was still reviewing questions from three
contractors. At the deadline only bid was received. Follow up phone calls were made to
2 contractors to ask why they had not completed bids. One contractor indicated that he
did not know he did not he had the bond capacity until it was to late. The other was only
willing to bid as a sub contractor and staff did not feel his bid was competitive. Staff would
like to modify the plans and re-advertise the bid opening to obtain a more competitive
price.

11. Wastewater Treatment Facility HVAC Modifications

Adopted Resolution No. 06-097 approving the plans and specifications for the
Wastewater Treatment Facility HVAC Modifications Project and authorized advertisement
for competitive bids on the proposed project. Engineers estimate is $103,000

12. Extension of Time to Place Water to Beneficial Use Under State Water Resources
Control Board Permit No. 14045 (Application 18025) and Permit 18558 (Application
25751)

Adopted Resolution 06-098 accepting the draft initial study and the draft mitigated
negative declaration that determines the extension of time to year 2021 under the City's
permit 14045 and Permit No. 18558 will not have significant effect on the environment
with the identified mitigated measures implemented.

14. Approval of ITT Flygt Corporation Submersible Pump Purchases & Service
Contract

Approved the Annual Preventative Maintenance Service Contract with ITT Flygt
Corporation for Flygt Submersible Pumps, parts and service. Approved the purchase of
additional pumps requested for sewage lift station and replacement of sand pumps at the
Water Treatment Plant intake structure. Total contract amount is up to 3103,648. with
the finding that selection of ITT Flygt to perform these services is in the best interest of
the city.

10. Update to designate Fair Political Practices Commission (FPPC) Conflict of Interest
Code

Councilmember Cartoscelli asked for clarification of the list provided. Steve Johnson,
Director of Human Resources clarified that the list was city positions that needed to
complete the Conflict of Interest Code Form 700 in addition to Councilmember's and
Boards & Commission members. Councilmember Cartoscelli recommended the list be
complete with all positions required to complete the form.

Councilmember Cartoscelli moved to update to the designated Fair Political Practices
Commission (FPPC) Conflict of Interest designated positions. Councilmember Doolittle
seconded the motion that passed with a unanimous vote.

13. Cold Water Street/Royal River Drive Intersection Repair

Councilmember Cartoscelli moved to adopted Resolution No. 06-099 accepting the
subject project and authorizing the Director of Public Works/City Engineer to file a notice
of completion.
