Summary:

Subject: Parcel Exchange and Settlement Agreement, Dunmore Homes,
LLC

Recommendation: Approve agreement and authorize Mayor to sign on behalf of City.

Alternative: Do not approve the agreement.

Fiscal Impact: None

Background:

In June of 2004, the Council approved subdivision maps for Canterbury Estates in north
Yuba City. These subdivisions, developed by Dunmore Homes, LLC, are single family
units located between Highway 99 to the west, Live Oak Boulevard to the east, Pease
Road to the north, and Northridge Park to the south.

The original subdivision improvement plans, as approved by the City, required Dunmore
to construct and landscape a large detention pond adjacent to Northridge Park. The pond
would serve the entire Canterbury development plus the existing Palisades subdivision.
In addition, the pond would be stepped and sloped to the park on the south such that
athletic and play fields would adjoin Northridge Park. The existing 1.58 acre pond on the
west side of Clark Avenue, owned by the City, would be sold to Dunmore and used for
the construction of one unit (nine lots) of Canterbury.

In October of 2004, construction was under way on the detention pond when
representatives of Levee District One of Sutter County approached the City Council with
concerns regarding the pond's effect on the Feather River levee to the east of Live Oak
Boulevard. At Council's direction, staff modified Dunmore's approved drainage plan
and required the developer to backfill approximately half of the pond that had been dug,
change the configuration of the pond, redesign the storm drain piping system, and add a
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second drainage pond on the northwest side of the subdivision. The developer incurred
considerable cost in the additional design and construction and also lost a residential lot
in the northwest portion of the subdivision.

Discussion:

The attached agreement settles all claims of the developer for the extra expenses incurred
when the drainage plans were changed. The City will deed the existing 1.58 acres pond
to Dunmore as compensation for their extra expenses. Dunmore will deed to the City
five acres of land in the northwest that will be used as the second detention pond. The
new pumping station in the main pond will be completed in the summer of 2007. The
existing pumping station will continue to operate until the new station is complete. An
escrow account will be opened once the agreement is signed, and all property transfers
will occur after pumping station construction is completed in 2007.

Conclusion:

Staff recommends approval of the agreement.
