Summary:

Subject: Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Yuba
City and the Yuba City Unified School District to provide
for improvements to Garden Highway.

Recommendation: Approve the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between
Yuba City and the Yuba City Unified School District and
authorize the Mayor to sign the MOU on behalf of the City.

Alternative: This is a compromise position being forwarded by the City of
Yuba City and Yuba City Unified School District Liaison
Committee. No alternative positions are being forwarded as
part of this proposal.

Fiscal Impact: The cost of the traffic signal at Garden Highway and Eureka

Street is estimated to be $200,000. The School District has
agreed to reimburse the City 25% of the cost, not to exceed
$50,000 for the signal.

The cost of the fourth lane northbound on Garden Highway will
be shared 50/50, with the School District’'s cost to be limited to
$50,000.

The School District will be given fee credits for the cost of the

improvement as noted. No City General Funds will be
required for this work.

Background

The City and the Yuba City Unified School District Liaison Committee are recommending
improvements to Garden Highway for the signalization of Garden Highway and Eureka
Street and the construction of the fourth lane on the east side of Garden Highway north
of Stewart Road. The School District would improve Garden Highway east of the
centerline to add the fourth lane (in exchange for a fee credit) and the City would
construct a new traffic signal on Garden Highway at Eureka Street.

The Yuba City Unified School District is constructing a new kindergarten through 8™
grade school on Stewart Road adjacent to Garden Highway. Students attending this
school will primarily come from areas north of the school and will be walking on Garden
Highway and Stewart Road. As a condition to improvements on the Riverbend School
site the School District is making street improvements to Stewart Road and limited
improvements to Garden Highway north of Stewart Road.
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The Garden Highway improvements provided as part of the Riverbend School will
accommodate two southbound and one northbound lane. The School District has
agreed to share the cost of the second northbound lane with Yuba City. Yuba City has
agreed to credit the School District with the cost of this added lane in excess of $50,000.

Sidewalks will be provided on the west side of Garden Highway. There is no sidewalk
proposed on the east side of Garden Highway south of Eureka Street. To accommodate
pedestrian access, the City has agreed to advance the signalization of Garden Highway
south of Eureka Street. The School District has agreed to fund up to 25% of the cost of
this signal, not to exceed $50,000, in exchange for additional fee credits.

The proposed fee credits would be extended to the School District for the use in
developing the proposed residential subdivision as part of the current school site. The
fee credits can be used to offset other related fees from this future residential
subdivision.

The School District will not be providing for the undergrounding of the overhead utilities
as part of the school site construction. The City does not have legal ability to exact this
improvement as part of the school construction. However, the City will likely condition
the future subdivision of the proposed School District’s residential development with the
undergrounding requirement.
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
