DETAIL

Background:

In January 2001, the City of Yuba City submitted a LEGACI grant
proposal to the Great Valley Center and received $20,000. The
purpose of the grant was to prepare a Strategic Plan for the
development of seven miles of riverfront along the west side of the
Feather River. The creating of the Strategic Plan created specific
project objectives such as:

1. Created a safe and secure public place.
2. Create an extensive river trail system for pedestrians and
cyclists.
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Discussion:

Preserve natural areas and wildlife habitat.

Restore or “naturalize” areas to their former natural condition.
Create new amenities and improve upon existing amenities.
Create passive and active recreational facilities.

Create a civic destination and attraction.

Establish a direct connection between the river and the City’s
downtown area.

. Educate the Parkway user about the river and its ecosystem.
10. Capitalize on potential commercial opportunities near the
Project Area.
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The Strategic Plan also provided the City with a plan in place that
allowed us the opportunity to pursue additional funding opportunities
that were not available to us without the benefit of the Plan. The
California River Parkways Grant Program funded by Water Security,
Clean Drinking Water, Coastal and Beach Protection Act of 2002 or
Proposition 50 is such a source.

The Feather River Park Project is a component of the City’s General
Plan. The policies within the General Plan have been developed to
ensure that the Feather River Parkway Strategic Plan will be
implemented. However, this implementation can only occur when
funding sources are identified and become available.

This evening the Council will have a Memorandum of Understanding
before you between the Sutter County Resource Conservation District
and the City of Yuba City. One of the tasks within the MOU states that
SCRCD will provide services to the City, on the Feather River Parkway
Grant Proposal offered by the California Resources Agency on behalf
of the City. Initial costs incurred by SCRCD will be provided pro bono
with the understanding that should this proposal be funded, SCRCD
will serve as the administrating agency of the project on behalf of the
City, and work closely with the City and its relevant departments to
ensure that programmatic goals and objectives are met.

Due to the short period of time the Sutter County Resource
Conservation District and the City of Yuba City had prior to the October
17, 2006 deadline for the grant application, the grant was submitted.
However it was submitted with the understanding that Council must
approve the filing of the application. The application can be “pulled” if
council chooses not to proceed with the grant process.
