Memorandum of Understanding with Sutter County
Resources Conservation District

Adopt a resolution authorizing the City Manger to execute a
Memorandum of Understanding with Sutter County Resource
Conservation District for preparation of grant and low interest loan
applications for fish screening of the existing water intake, State
Drinking Water Revolving Fund, and California River Parkways,
and find it is in the best interest of the City

1) Instruct Staff to modify or not enter into an agreement with
SCRCD.
2) Instruct staff to complete a formal request for proposal process.

Not to exceed $25,000. Funding for this proposal has been
appropriated in the FY 06/07 budget and is available in the Utilities
Department account 7120-62701.

The City and Sutter County Resource Conservation District,
SCRCD, have identified water resource issues of common
concern, goals and objectives. April 18, 2006 the City Council
approved participation with SCRSD in preparation of a Lower
Feather River Watershed Assessment. This project is funded
through a State grant of nearly $400,000 obtained by SCRCD.
Direct benefits to the City include preparation of a watershed
sanitary survey report required to be prepared every five years at
an estimated value of $50,000 and preparation of a successful
grant application that was awarded for $250,000 towards fish
screening for the existing water intake structure. This
Memorandum of Understanding provides a mechanism for
continued services not covered under the State grant for a fee.
The scope of service include providing grant research and
proposal preparation services for the City.
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Background:

What Next:

Recommendation:

Recently, the City and SCRCD teamed up on the Lower Feather
River Watershed Assessment Project. The intent of the
arrangement was for local agencies to work together to address
resource issues of local concern such as flood management,
water quality, in-stream sedimentation deposition, water supply
fisheries enhancement, and agricultural viability. During
interaction with SCRCD, City staff became aware that SCRCD
has staff that is well versed in State and Federal grant application
process. Further, the SCRCD was receptive to teaming up with
the City to address local issues that are also of benefit to them.

Currently, the City has at least four grant applications that must be
completed within the next few months. They include:

Department of Interior grant for fish screen project: $250,000
approved in 2006, another application for an additional $250,000
due in early 2007 for fish screens to be installed on the existing
water intake structure. Screens will be required for the renewal of
existing water supply contracts.

CALFED grant for fish screen project: Application for $500,000
due late 2006. If successful in obtaining this grant Yuba City costs
for installation of the fish screens would be further reduced.

Department of Health Services low interest loan to treat
arsenic water quality issues in Groundwater Region 2/3:
Initial application screening determined that Yuba City will be
eligible for this low interest funding of nearly $20,000,000. A
complete and significantly more detailed application is due
January 12, 2007.

California River Parkways grant program: Application for
$4,600,000 grant is due late 2006. This project is described in
more detail in agenda item 17

This MOD would provide a low cost service to the City and ensure
that millions of dollars of grant and low interest loan monies would
be available to the City. Attached is the hourly rate sheet for
SCRCD staff. Due the recent successful approval of nearly
$650,000 of grants that directly benefit Yuba City, the knowledge
that SCRCD has related to the above projects and their
competitive hourly rates it is recommended that request for
proposals not be issued for this work.

Upon approval of the Resolution and final acceptance of the
Memorandum of Understanding by the City Attorney, the City
Manager will sign the MOU with Sutter County Resource
Conservation District. The scope of service for the first Task is for
SCRCD to provide grant research and proposal preparation
services for the City. Task 1 and 2 will be authorized for up to
$25,000.
