The City Council of the City of Yuba City was called to order by Mayor Hellberg at 7:00 p.m.

2. Proclamation for Laura Duncan

Mayor Hellberg presented Laura Duncan with a proclamation thanking her for twelve
years of service to the City.

Ordinances (Item 7)

7. Suiter Heritage Master Plan and Development Agreement. Subdivider - Braddock
& Logan Group III, L.P. Property Owner - Siller Brothers Corporation

Councilmember Cartoscelli moved to adopt Ordinance No. 005-06 approving the Sutler
Heritage Development Agreement between the City of Yuba City and Braddock & Logan
Group III, L.P.; and waived the second reading. Councilmember Doolittle seconded the
motion that passed with a unanimous vote, less Councilmember Miller who was absent.

Consent Calendar (Items 8-16)

Councilmember Doolittle asked that Items 13 and 14 be removed from the consent calendar for
further discussion. Councilmember Cartoscelli moved to adopt the balance of the consent
calendar as presented. Councilmember Ramirez seconded the motion that passed with a
unanimous vote, less Councilmember Miller who was absent.

8. City Council Approval of Minutes of October 17, 2006

Approved the Council meeting minutes of October 17, 2006.

9. Presentation of Treasurer's Report - Quarter Ended September 30, 2006 and
Investment Policy Amendment

Noted and filed the Quarterly Treasurer's Report; and amended Section X of the City of
Yuba City Investment Policy to provide for quarterly reporting.

10. Motorola Radio Purchase

In the best interest of the City, authorized the sole source purchase of Motorola radios,
radio equipment and servicing, for use in all City safety operations - Fiscal Years of 06/07
and 07/08. Includes individual item purchases as well as accumulated item totals in
excess of $25,000 in the years indicated.

11. Budgetary Action - Supplemental Appropriation

Approved the transfer of $25,000 from the "Suspended Traffic Offender Program,"
revenue account #226, to the Police Traffic Unit expenditure account #2110-63801.
Transfer will allow for the purchases of motorcycle hard-mount radios and accessories,
motorcycle officer helmets with accessories as required, radar units and required safety
clothing for officers joining the Unit. Authorized the Assistant City Manager for
Administrative Services to make budget adjustments as required.

12. Transportation Development Act (TDA) Claim

Adopted Resolution No. 06-123 authorizing submission of the City's FY 2006-07 TDA
Claim to the Sacramento Area Council of Governments (SACOG).

15. Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Yuba City and the Yuba City
Unified School District to provide for improvements to Garden Highway

Approved the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between Yuba City and the Yuba
City Unified School District and authorized the Mayor to sign the MOU on behalf of the
City.

16. Server Virtualization Project

Adopted Resolution No. 06-124 authorizing the Assistant City Manager to enter into an
agreement with AccessFlow Inc. of Sacramento, CA in the amount of $49,950 for
software and information technology services.

Items removed for discussion:

13. Formation of a City Council Ad Hoc Committee for the Plumas Streetscape Project
Alternative Recommendations

Councilmember Doolittle recused himself due to a conflict of interest. City Manager
Steven Jepsen said this item is for consideration of forming an Ad Hoc Committee
consisting of Vice Mayor Miller and Councilmember Ramirez for the purpose of
determining the items to be included in an alternative bid for the Streetscape project. The
Ad Hoc Committee would work with staff, the consultant on the project, and the
Downtown Business Association Members. The work of the committee should be done
quickly to move the project forward for revised bids.

Robert Mackensen, 1524 Grouse Way, Yuba City stated he would like to address both
Items 13 and 14. Mr. Mackensen, representing the Sutter County Taxpayers Association
(SCTA), said these items would cost the taxpayers an additional $500,000. He feels that
Plumas Street is already a destination, not a blighted area. He requested membership of
the SCTA on the Ad Hoc Committee. He asked that a letter from the SCTA be entered
into the record of the meeting (Document available in the City Clerk's office. See Insert
"A" for the dialogue between Robert Mackensen and Councilmember Cartoscelli).

Gregory Scandalis, 788 Andrew Drive, Yuba City asked for clarification of the term
"stakeholders" used in the staff report. He also asked if the meetings would be open to
the public. Councilmember Ramirez said he fully supports the meetings being open to
the public. He noted there have been many study sessions on Streetscape where all
stakeholders were present and this is no different. Mayor Hellberg said Council would
ask Comcast and the Appeal-Democrat to post the notice of the meetings on their
community calendars.

Don Covey, 669 Plumas Street, Yuba City said this is a simple measure to get two
Councilmembers appointed to an Ad Hoc Committee. There have been many study
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sessions on this project over the past five years. The majority of the cost of this project is
not esthetics but for infrastructure, which will never be seen but is old and needs
replacement.

Mayor Hellberg said there have been numerous meetings on Streetscape and the
decision to move forward with the project was previously approved. It is now time to
move forward on the project.

Robert Mackensen approached the podium and an exchange occurred between Mayor
Hellberg and Mr. Mackensen (see Insert "B").

Councilmember Ramirez moved to approve the formation of a City Council Ad Hoc
Committee for the Plumas Streetscape Project consisting of Vice Mayor Miller and
Councilmember Ramirez. Councilmember Cartoscelli seconded the motion that passed
with a unanimous vote, less Councilmember Doolittle who was recused and
Councilmember Miller who was absent.

14. Plumas Street Improvements

Councilmember Doolittle remained recused due to a conflict of interest. Councilmember
Ramirez moved to authorize staff to proceed with the amendment of the plans and
specifications for the project; and approve the supplemental appropriation of $500,000 to
cover the cost of the architectural and engineering services to amend the plans.
Councilmember Cartoscelli seconded the motion that passed with a unanimous vote, less
Councilmember Doolittle who was recused and Councilmember Miller who was absent.

General Items (Items 17-18)

17. Approve the Filing of an Application to Apply for Grant Funds for the California
River Parkways Grant Program Under the Water Security, Clean Drinking Water,
Coastal and Beach Protection Act of 2002 (Proposition 50)

Parks and Recreation Director Skip King noted that in 2001 the City received a grant for
$20,000 to prepare a strategic plan for the development of a future parkway along the
west side of the Feather River. The strategic plan provided the City the opportunity to
pursue funding opportunities not available without that plan. The California River
Parkways Grant Program, Proposition 50, has been identified as a source of funds. The
Sutler County Resource Conservation District ("District") contacted the City since they
are interested in applying for funding as well. A joint venture has been discussed and a
MOD is being presented for your approval tonight. The District will provide the
administrative services on the project should the proposal be funded. They would be
paid for these services through the grant funding. October 17th was the deadline and the
grant application was submitted with the stipulation that the application could be
rescinded if Council elects not to proceed.

Ryan Bonea, District Manager of the Sutter County Resource Conservation District,
reviewed the project. The park would be located on Willow Island, which consists 172
acres, north of the 10lh Street Bridge. Features of the park would include: equestrian
and pedestrian trails, bike paths, open space for field sports, picnic and rest areas, board
walks, viewing areas, a beach area, and interpretive signs. The grant request is for
$4,658,000. Grants will be awarded in 2007. If funded, project startup will begin in
January 2008, construction would occur in 2009 and the completion date is 2010.

Councilmember Cartoscelli moved to adopt Resolution No. 06-125 approving the filing of
an application to apply for the California River Parkways Grant Program and appoint the
Parks and Recreation Director or designee as the City's agent to work with the Sutter
County Resource Conservation District to ensure that all negotiations, execution and
submittal of all documents including, but not limited to applications, agreements and
payment requests which may be necessary for the completion of the California River
Parkways Grant Program. Councilmember Ramirez seconded the motion that passed
with a unanimous vote, less Councilmember Miller who was absent.

18. Memorandum of Understanding with Sutter County Resources Conservation
District

Utilities Director Bill Lewis stated the MOU with Sutter County Resources Conservation
District is not to exceed $25,000 for their services. The City has been working with the
District where they obtained a grant to do a Lower Feather River Watershed Assessment.
The benefit to Yuba City was the preparation of a sanitary water survey for the Water
Treatment Plan, saving the City $50,000. The District also obtained a grant for $250,000
for fish screens for the Water Treatment Plant. Continuation of the relationship with the
District would include applications for a series of grants and low interest loans for fish
screens for the water intake structure and for removal of arsenic from our groundwater
system. Mr. Lewis stated that in the best interest of the City staff is requesting that an
RFP not be required lor these services.
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
