Recommendation: 1. Award a contract for the purchase of recreational water feature
equipment for Shanghai Garden Park in the amount of $102,182
(purchase price of $97,182, plus $5,000 contingency) to all About Play
of Sacramento, California, by finding it 1s m the best interest of the
City to do so.
2. Adopt a resolution approving the plans and specifications for the
project and authorizing the advertisement for bids on the project.
3. Authorize the Assistant City Manager to appropriate $220,000 in Park
Impact Fee funds to Capital Improvement Program account #93308-
65501 Shanghai Park Water Feature.
Alternative: Direct staff to modify the equipment proposed and solicit bids for the

Purpose: To construct a recreational water feature at Shanghai Garden Park with the ability to
recycle the water for irmgation of landscape features in the park.

Background: The development of this project began in the fall of 2005 due to the popularity of
the existing water feature at Regency Park and at the request of City Council.

The water feature at Regency Park officially opened on July 7, 2005, and became popular to the
point that many people from other neighborhoods in the City are visiting the park to take
advantage of the water feature. This outcome prompted the idea of installing the same
equipment with modifications at the south end of town, providing an opportunity for more
people to take advantage of a water feature.

Proposed Project: With the new concept developed for Shanghai Garden Park, the water
feature equipment proposed will have the capability to recycle water and irrigate portions of the
existing park, preventing discharge of approximately 32,000 gallons per day into the City’s
existing sewer. This new concept was developed after several brainstorming sessions with
Utilities Director Bill Lewis and Parks and Recreation staff.

Discussion: Engineering conducted extensive research for an equal concept with the intent of
obtaining competitive bids on the water feature equipment. It was determined that Water
Odyssey of San Marcos, Texas, 1s the only company that offers equipment with the capabilities
desired for this project and their authorized representative for Northern California is All About
Play. Many other options were explored but all of those options include re-circulating, re-
chlorinating, and reusing the water in the water feature. Similar to Regency Park, the
recirculation option was rejected because of health issues associated with water re-chlorination.

The cost of the equipment is $102,182, which includes a $5,000 contingency. When evaluating
the cost of the proposed equipment with recirculation type equipment, the costs are comparable.
The Engineer’s Estimate for construction is approximately $118,000, including staff time spent
to date to prepare the plans and specifications.

Timing: With Council approval this evening and following bid and award of the project, the

installation of the water feature at Shanghai Garden Park is planned to be completed before the
summer of 2007.
