At your meeting of May 16, 2006, the City Council directed staff to proceed in
coordination with the Regional Waste Management Authority to transfer the
City's current lease of 134 Burns Drive in Yuba City (Yuba-Sutter Hazardous
Waste Facility) from Yuba-Sutter Disposal, Inc. to RWMA.

For your referral, a copy of the Staff Report from that meeting and related
documents are attached.

Based on the direction of the City Council, the RWMA drafted the attached
proposed agreement for consideration by Council. [f the proposed
agreement is adopted by Council, the Board of Directors of the RWMA will
subsequently consider its adoption (i.e. based on any desired changes of the
Council). The agreement transfers the HHW facility property lease, building,
improvements and equipment to the RWMA and extends the existing lease
to December 2010. A copy of the existing lease, which is included as an
attachment to the staff report would be attached to the final agreement as
Exhibit A. This draft agreement has been reviewed and approved by YSDI.

The Yuba-Sutter Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) Facility, located at 134 Burns Drive in
Yuba City, was developed by Yuba Sutter Disposal, Inc. (YSDI) on property that is leased by
YSDI from the City of Yuba City. The Regional Waste Management Authority (RWMA) is
considered the generator of the hazardous waste material collected at this facility and the
facility is open to all Yuba and Sutter County households.

In a letter dated March 6, 2006 from me to your predecessor, Mr. Jeff Foltz, a discussion was
formally initiated regarding the proposed transfer of the ownership of the HHW facility and
lease agreement from YSDI to the RWMA. As a result of that discussion, on May 16, 2006,
the Yuba City City Council conceptually approved the facility ownership and property lease
transfer pending a formal agreement. A copy of the staff report from that meeting (including
attachments) is enclosed for your reference.

Also enclosed for your review and comment is a draft agreement between the RWMA, Yuba
City and YSDI that has been prepared for the purpose of transferring the HHW facility
property lease, buildings, improvements and equipment to the RWMA and extending the
existing lease through December 2010. A copy of the existing lease, which is included in the
May 16" agenda materials provided herein, would be attached to the final agreement as
Exhibit A. This draft agreement has been reviewed and approved by YSDI. With your
consent, the next step in the process is to bring this issue back to the City Council for action.
