Background:

Sutter County recently retained a consultant, Communication Advantage, to
assist with public information regarding flood protection efforts, and other
special projects.

The consultant's initial scope of work will be related to efforts by the Sutter
County and the City of Yuba City to enhance the public's knowledge about,
and understanding of, the National Flood Insurance Program, as well as
flood protection efforts and needs within Sutter County. Additional services
include assistance with public communications and the production and
planning of presentations, speeches and special reports.

With the recent passage of Proposition 1E, developing an effective
communications plan for managing community understanding of the complex
issues related to flood control has become all the more important.

The cost of services is $125 per hour, not to exceed $25,000. For your
reference, attached is a copy of the County's agreement with Communication
Advantage.

Staff is recommending we share this cost with Sutter County as a large
portion of this service will benefit Yuba City.
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CONSULTANT AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into by and between SUTTER COUNTY
("County"), a political subdivision of the State of California, and Communication Advantage
("Consultant"), a sole proprietorship.

RECITALS:

A. Sutter County has determined that it is desirable to retain a consultant to assist with
developing effective public information regarding flood protection efforts, and other special
projects; and

B. Consultant represents that it possesses the qualifications, experience, and facilities
necessary to perform the services contemplated herein and has proposed to provide those services;
and

C. The County desires to retain Consultant to perform the proposed services.

County and Consultant agree as follows:

1. Recitals. The above recitals are incorporated by reference.

2. Scope of Services. Consultant shall provide the services described in Exhibit "A,"
during the term described in Section 3, and for the compensation described in Section 4.

3. Term of Agreement. Consultant shall perform services during the period of August
21, 2006 through July 31, 2007 unless extended by mutual written consent of the parties.

4. Compensation.

A. Consultant's compensation for services shall be according to the hourly rate
contained in Exhibit "A." Total compensation shall not exceed Twenty-Five Thousand Dollars
($25,000). Consultant shall not be entitled to reimbursement for any additional expenses including
but not limited to telephone costs, photocopying and fax expenses, travel, meals, and lodging. Any
out-of-area travel shall not be compensable unless expressly approved by the County Administrative
Officer. Such travel shall be reimbursed in accordance with the County's Travel and Business
Expense Policy.

B. Compensated services shall include meetings with County staff.

5. Invoice, Payments, Notices. Consultant shall submit monthly invoices for services
rendered during the preceding month. Consultant shall attach documentation to each invoice for the
amount charged. The County shall pay invoices that are undisputed within thirty (30) days of receipt

product of this Agreement to any third party, person, or entity. Upon reasonable notice, County
representatives shall have access to the work for purposes of inspecting same and determining that
the work is being performed in accordance with the terms of the Agreement.

10. Indemnification. Consultant shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless County and
its officers, employees, and agents against all liabilities, claims, demands, damages, and costs
(including reasonable attorneys' fees and litigation costs) that arise in any way from Consultant's
acts or omissions while performing under this agreement. Consultant's obligations under this
section cover, but are not limited to liabilities, claims, demands, damages, and costs arising from
injury to, or death of, any person (including County's and Consultant's officers, employees, and
agents) and from damage to, or destruction of, any real or personal property (including that of the
County or Consultant).

County shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless Consultant and its officers, employees, and agents
against all liabilities, claims, demands, damages, and costs (including reasonable attorneys' fees and
litigation costs) that arise in any way from County's acts or omissions while performing under this
agreement. County's obligations under this section cover, but are not limited to, liabilities, claims,
demands, damages, and costs arising from injury to. or death of, any person (including County's,
Consultant's, or its officers, employees, and agents) and from damage to, or destruction of, any real or
personal property.

11. Insurance. Without limiting Consultant's indemnification of the County, Consultant
shall provide and maintain at its own expense during the term of this Agreement the following
insurance coverages and provisions:

A. Prior to commencement of this Agreement, Consultant shall provide certificates of
insurance certifying that all required coverage has been obtained and remains in force for the period
required by this Agreement. Any required endorsement shall either be attached to the certificate or
certified as issued on the certificate.

Consultant shall not proceed with the work under this Agreement until it has obtained and provided
to County all required certificates of insurance. All certificates of insurance shall provide that the
County shall receive thirty (30) days advance written notice of cancellation before the expiration
date.

B. Should any of the work under this Agreement be subcontracted, Consultant shall
require each of its subcontractors to provide the insurance required herein. In the alternative.
Consultant may name such subcontractors as additional insureds under its own policies.

C. Insurance Required:

(i) Comprehensive general liability insurance or commercial general
liability insurance for bodily injury (including death) and property damage which
provides limits of not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000) each occurrence and
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
