This public hearing and resolution are required by State law to establish the Lighting and
Landscape Maintenance District which is required in the Teal Hollow Unit No. 2 map to enable
the future lot owners to pay the cost and maintenance of landscaping materials, irrigation
systems, street lighting, and street trees within the subdivision.

The proposed annual assessment is delineated above and is shown on the Estimate of
Cost of Maintenance and Engineer's Report on file with the City Clerk. In addition, provisions
for annual adjustments to reflect the Consumer Price Index changes have been included in the
Engineer's Report.

The action tonight is to hold a public hearing to consider any protests and levy the
assessments for the coming year to pay for maintenance of landscaping within the District. Staff
recommends approval of the assessments.

2. The Engineer of Work filed his annual report and the City Council adopted its
resolution of intention to levy and collect assessments within the assessment district for fiscal
year 2006-2007, and set a public hearing to be held on November 21, 2006, in the meeting
place of the City Council, City Hall, 1201 Civic Center Boulevard, Yuba City, California. Notice
of the hearing was given in the time and manner required by law.

3. At the public meeting and hearing, the City Council afforded to every interested
person an opportunity to make a protest to the annual report either in writing or orally, and the
City Council has considered each protest.

4. The City Council hereby confirms the diagram and assessment as set forth in the
annual report of the Engineer of Work and hereby levies the assessment set forth therein for
fiscal year 2006-2007.
