Background:

This project is a 56-lot single family dwelling development located on the west side of Hooper
Road, south of Monroe Road. The Tentative Map was approved by the Planning Commission on
November 10, 2004. On May 3, 2005, Council approved a Subdivision Agreement with Siena
Partners, LLC, providing for permanent public improvements, including the construction of a
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14” water line on Hooper Road from North Colusa Frontage Road to north of Monroe Road, a
10” sanitary sewer line on North Colusa Frontage Road from George Washington Boulevard to
Hooper Road, and the bore of a 30” pipe across State Route 20 at George Washington
Boulevard. The Subdivision Agreement Schedule B, which provides a mechanism for the City
to pay for infrastructure costs in excess of what is required by the Developer, established that the
City would pay the Developer $388,881.48 upon completion of the improvements.

On February 23, 2006, Council approved an Amended Subdivision Agreement modifying
Schedule B to reflect changes to the scope of work: an increase from a 10” to a 15 sanitary
sewer line on North Colusa Frontage Road, construction of a lift station at the southwest corner
of South Colusa Frontage Road and George Washington Boulevard, and an increase to a 42
bore crossing State Route 20 at George Washington Boulevard. These changes increased the
City’s share of the cost of the work to $1,270,658.40. The modifications to the scope were
necessary to serve not only the Siena Estates subdivision, but also existing subdivisions located
in the vicinity of Western Parkway north of State Route 20 and other future development in the
area.

Sewer service is currently provided to Siena Estates by a temporary lift station at Hooper Road
and North Colusa Frontage Road. This lift station will continue to serve the subdivision until the
permanent lift station mentioned above is completed. We anticipate the construction of the
permanent lift station will be completed in March 2007.

Proposed Amendment:

Since the execution of the Amended Subdivision Agreement, several items have further
increased the cost of the improvements. Those items include high groundwater levels that have
increased the amount of dewatering required, modifications to the lift station to increase the size
of the pumps and to include a SCADA system allowing for communication between the lift
station and the Wastewater Treatment Plant, increases in pipe costs, and other miscellaneous
engineering and surveying costs. The modifications increase the City’s Schedule B share to
$1,670,249.64.

Discussion:

There are sufficient funds in the Water and Sewer Enterprise Fund accounts listed above to cover
the City’s share of the project. Staff has reviewed the cost increases and determined that they are
legitimate. Due to the City’s large share of the construction costs, staff is asking that the Public
Works Director be authorized to make progress payments to the Developer as portions of the
work are completed and deemed to be in conformance with the City’s requirements.
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
