North Yuba City Storm Pump Station #2

Adopt a resolution approving the plans and specifications for the North
Yuba City Storm Pump Station #2 Project and authorizing advertisement
for bids on the project, [storm pump station located on West Onstott
Frontage Road north of Jamie Drive]

Modify or disapprove the project.

The Engineer's Estimate for the project is $900,000.

Purpose: To construct a second storm drain pump station at the North Yuba City Detention
Basin located on West Onstott Frontage Road north of Jamie Drive.

Background: Phase I of the North Yuba City Detention Basin was completed in 1989 to serve
220 acres bounded approximately by Michael Drive/Eden Way to the south, West Onstott
Frontage Road to the east, Jamie Drive to the north, and 1,730 west of Stabler Lane to the west
(see attached exhibit). To accommodate the remaining 240 acres of the North Yuba City
Drainage Area, referred to as the Butte Vista Neighborhood, additional improvements to the
detention basin are necessary. Specifically, a second storm drain pump station needs to be added
to the basin.

Funding for the new pump station is provided by collecting assessments from properties within
the Butte Vista Assessment District 2002-1 and by the developers within the benefited area who
paid a fee for their share of the cost of constructing a new pump station.

After bids are received and prior to award of contract, staff will present Council with an action
item to transfer the required funds from the Butte Vista Assessment District 2002-1 account and
from the developers' fee account to a Capital Improvements Program project account that will
fund the project. The amount to be transferred will be based on the actual bid rather than on an
estimate. Sufficient funds are available in the accounts to cover the cost of construction.
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Proposed Project: The plans and specifications for the project are available in the Public
Works office for Council review.

Timing: With Council approval of the plans and specifications and authorization to bid, staff
anticipates the following schedule:

Advertise for bid December 2006 - January 2007
Open bids February 2007
Council award of contract February 2007
Construction May - August 2007
