Background

Discussion

During the summer of 2005, staff began coordinating with NCWA on their
Sacramento Valley Integrated Regional Water Management Plan
(IRWMP). Staff has also been working with Yuba County Water Agency
during their development of an IRWMP and determined it was in the best
interest of the City to participate in both IRWMP’s.

The Department of Water Resources (DWR) mandated that regions join
together and develop IRWMPs in an effort to prioritize regional projects
that would qualify for Proposition 50 grant funding. Without an approved
IRWMP, projects will not be eligible for future grant funding. Yuba City
will benefit from participating with NCWA as NCWA's plan is the largest
regional IRWMP statewide and a variety of projects are covered by this
plan such as storm water management, flood management, water supply,
water conservation, water quality, and water reclamation.

The NCWA Sacramento Valley IRWMP has five primary objectives:

* Improve the economic health of the region;

« |mprove regional water supply reliability for local water users; the
region, and California;

* Improve flood protection and floodplain management;

« Improve and enhance water quality;

* Protect and enhance the ecosystem

The Sacramento Valley IRWMP includes projects in the following
counties: Sutter, Yuba, Butte, Yolo, Colusa, Shasta, Tehama, and Glenn.

The Sacramento Valley IRWMP includes projects within Yuba City that
range from reclaimed water projects to water metering projects. The next
cycle of Proposition 50 grant funding will begin mid-year 2007, when
solicitation for grant applications will be requested by DWR. Staff is
prepared to work with NCWA to prepare the necessary grant applications
that will include a variety of priority projects from all participating NCWA
members. The grant application will be based on the adopted
Sacramento Valley IRWMP.
