Summary:
Subject: Sale of the Abandoned Portion of Sumner Street

Recommendation: 1. Authorize the City Manager, or his designee, to execute all
escrow documents pertaining to the sale of the abandoned
portion of Sumner Street in Yuba City.

2. Authorize the Mayor to execute a grant deed transferring title of
the abandoned portion of Sumner Street to the adjacent property

OWDET.

Alternative: Do not authorize.

Fiscal Impact: Increase in revenue for the City of Yuba City in the amount of
$18,200.

A portion of Sumner Street, as shown on the attached map, was abandoned by
previous action of the City Council. The Council abandoned the public right-of-way use
and reserved a public utility easement over that portion of the street. The public utility
easement was reserved to ensure that any existing utilities within the street can be accessed
and also so that any future utilities can be installed on the property. The public utility
easement prohibits any future buyer from building any structure on the property.

The property is approximately 0.3 acre and was appraised at $18,500. The
appraisal took into consideration the fact that the property is encumbered by a public utility
easement, and $8,000 cost was allocated to the removal of the existing pavement. These
costs were deducted from the land value, resulting in an appraised value of $18,500. (The
appraisal 1s on file at the Public Works office for review.)

The owner of the only parcel which is contiguous to the subject property has
offered to buy the property from the City at the appraised value. Staff is recommending
that Council accept the offer and authorize staff to proceed with the sale of the property to
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the adjacent property owner. The required escrow and title fees will be shared equally
between the City and the buyer; the City’s share of the fees will be approximately $300.00.
Once approval from the Council 1s obtained, we anticipate close of escrow and the sale to
be accomplished by December 31, 2006.
