Recommendation: Adopt a resolution accepting certain street and related improvements
pursuant to the Almond Grove Estates Unit No. 3 Subdivision Agreement
and authorizing the developer to file a Notice of Completion. Authorize
the Assistant City Manager to transfer $3.882.96 from Account No.
97078-65501 to 97093-65501, transfer $4,131.05 from Account No.
98082-65501 to 98103-65501, and perform all supplemental
appropriations as required. [subdivision located on the south side of
Shanghai Bend Road, west of Garden Highway]

Alternative: Delay approval of the project.

Fiscal Impact: Per Schedule B of the Subdivision Agreement:
$3,822.96 — Account 97093-65501 (Developer Contribution for
Oversizing Water)
$4,131.05 — Account 98103-65501 (Developer Contribution for
Oversizing Sewer)

Background:

This subdivision is an 80-lot single family dwelling development located on the south side of
Shanghai Bend Road, west of Garden Highway. The Subdivision Agreement was approved by
Council on October 7, 2003, with Amaiz Development Company, Inc., providing for permanent
public improvements in the development.

Discussion:

The subject project has been inspected and found to be in substantial conformance with the plans
and specifications. A one-year warranty on the project from the developer will be in effect from
the date of acceptance.

In addition to constructing infrastructure associated with the subdivision itself, the City required
that Arnaiz Development Company, Inc. oversize water and sewer lines along Shanghai Bend
Road in anticipation of future development to the west of the subdivision. With the acceptance
of the subdivision, in accordance with the terms of Schedule B of the Subdivision Agreement,
the City will pay to Amaiz Development Company, Inc. $3,822.96 for water line oversizing and
$4,131.05 for sewer line oversizing.

Fiscal Impact:

Through the Capital Improvement Program, the City has accounts set up to reimburse developers
for oversizing of infrastructure, including water lines, sewer lines, and streets, to accommodate
needs beyond their project requirement. When the Subdivision Agreement for the subject project
was approved in October 2003, the City committed to reimbursing the developer for the
oversizing of the water line on Shanghai Bend Road from a 10” line to a 14” line and oversizing
the sewer line on Shanghai Bend Road from an 8" line to a 12”7 line. However, there are
currently no funds budgeted in the oversizing accounts.

Staff recommends that funds be transferred from Account No. 97078-65501, “Distribution
System Recurring Capital Project,” to the water oversizing account and from Account No.
98082-65501, “Recurring Collection or Rehab. System Project,” to the sewer oversizing account.
Both accounts are used to fund repair, replacement, or rehabilitation projects for water and sewer
lines within the distribution and collection system, respectively. With the approval of the
transfers, $1,334,882.33 will remain in Account No. 97078-65501 and $913,387.08 will remain
in Account No. 98082. Public Works currently does not have any projects programmed to utilize
the remaining funds.
