GENERAL PROVISIONS

D.1 INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR STATUS. At all times during the term of this
Agreement, the following apply:

D.1.1 All acts of CONSULTANT shall be performed as an independent
Contractor and not as an agent, officer or employee of COUNTY. Itis
understood by both CONSULTANT and COUNTY that this Agreement is by and
between two independent parties and is not intended to and shall not be construed
to create the relationship of agent, servant, employee, partnership, joint venture or
association.

D.1.2 CONSULTANT shall have no claim against COUNTY for employee rights
or benefits, including, but not limited to, seniority, vacation time, vacation pay,
sick leave, personal time off, overtime, medical, dental or hospital benefits, civil
service protection, disability retirement benefits, paid holidays or other paid
Ieaves of absence.

D.1.3 CONSULTANT is solely obligated to pay all applicable taxes, deductions
and other obligations, including, but not limited to, federal and state income taxes,
withholding and Social Security taxes, unemployment and disability insurance
and Workers’ Compensation and Medi-Care payments.

D.1.4 As an independent Contractor, CONSULTANT is not subject to the
direction and control of COUNTY except as to the final result contracted for
under this Agreement. COUNTY may not require CONSULTANT to change its
manner of doing business, but may require it to redirect its efforts to accomplish
what it has agreed to do.

D.1.5 CONSULTANT may provide services to others during the same period
service is provided to COUNTY under this Agreement.

D.1.6 If in the performance of this Agreement any third persons are employed by
CONSULTANT, such persons shall be entirely and exclusively under the
direction, supervision and control of CONSULTANT. All terms of employment
including hours, wages, working conditions, discipline, hiring and discharging or
any other term of employment or requirements of law shall be determined by the
CONSULTANT.
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D.1.7 As an independent Contractor, CONSULTANT hereby indemnifies and
holds COUNTY harmless from any and all claims that may be made against
COUNTY based on any contention by any third party that an employer-employee
relationship exists by reason of this Agreement.

D.2  LICENSES, PERMITS, ETC. CONSULTANT represents and warrants to COUNTY
that it has all licenses, permits, qualifications, and approvals of whatsoever nature which are
legally required for CONSULTANT to practice its profession. CONSULTANT represents and
warrants to COUNTY that CONSULTANT shall, at its sole cost and expense, keep in effect or
obtain at all times during the term of this Agreement, any licenses, permits, and approvals which
are legally required for CONSULTANT to practice its profession at the time the services are
performed. Failure of the CONSULTANT to comply with this provision shall authorize the
COUNTY to immediately terminate this agreement notwithstanding any other provision in this
agreement to the contrary.

D.3 TIME. CONSULTANT shall devote such time to the performance of services pursuant
to this Agreement as may be reasonably necessary for the satisfactory performance of
CONSULTANT"s obligations pursuant to this Agreement. Neither party shall be considered in
default of this Agreement to the extent performance is prevented or delayed by any cause,
present or future, which is beyond the reasonable control of the party.

D.4 INDEMNITY. COUNTY agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the
CONSULTANT, its officers, officials, agents and employees from and against any and all
claims, demands, actions, losses, damages, injuries, and liability including fines or penalties of
any sort, which may arise out of consultant’s performance under this Agreement, except for any
such claim or fine resulting from the sole negligence or willful misconduct of the Consultant, or
any of the Consultant’s officers, officials, agents and employees.

D.5 CONTRACTOR NOT AGENT. Except as COUNTY may specify in writing,
CONSULTANT shall have no authority, express or implied, to act on behalf of COUNTY in any
capacity whatsoever as an agent. CONSULTANT shall have no authority, express or implied,
pursuant to this Agreement to bind COUNTY to any obligation whatsoever.

D.6  ASSIGNMENT PROHIBITED. CONSULTANT may not assign any right or
obligation pursuant to this Agreement. Any attempted or purported assignment of any right or
obligation pursuant to this Agreement shall be void and of no legal effect.

D.7 PERSONNEL. CONSULTANT shall assign only competent personnel to perform
services pursuant to this Agreement. In the event that COUNTY, in its sole discretion, at any
time during the term of this Agreement, desires the removal of any person or persons assigned by
CONSULTANT to perform services pursuant to this Agreement, CONSULTANT shall remove
any such person immediately upon receiving written notice from COUNTY of its desire for
removal of such person or persons.
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D.8 STANDARD OF PERFORMANCE. CONSULTANT shall perform all services
required pursuant to this Agreement in the manner and according to the standards observed by a
competent practitioner of the profession in which CONSULTANT is engaged. All products of
whatsoever nature which CONSULTANT delivers to COUNTY pursuant to this Agreement
shall be prepared in a first class and workmanlike manner and shall conform to the standards or
quality normally observed by a person practicing in CONSULTANT's profession.

D.9 POSSESSORY INTEREST. The parties to this Agreement recognize that certain rights
to property may create a "possessory interest”, as those words are used in the California Revenue
and Taxation Code, §107. For all purposes of compliance by COUNTY with Section 107.6 of
the California Revenue and Taxation Code, this recital shall be deemed full compliance by the
COUNTY. All questions of initial determination of possessory interest and valuation of such
interest, if any, shall be the responsibility of the County Assessor and the contracting parties
hereto. A taxable possessory interest may be created by this contract; and if created, the party in
whom such an interest is vested will be subject to the payment of property taxes levied on such
an interest.

D.10 TAXES. CONSULTANT hereby grants to the COUNTY the authority to deduct from
any payments to CONSULTANT any COUNTY imposed taxes, fines, penalties and related
charges which are delinquent at the time such payments under this Agreement are due to
CONSULTANT.

D.11 TERMINATION. Upon termination of this Agreement as otherwise provided herein,
CONSULTANT shall immediately cease rendering service upon the termination date and the
following shall apply:

D.11.1 CONSULTANT shall deliver copies of all writings prepared by it pursuant to this
Agreement. The term "writings” shall be construed to mean and include: handwriting,
typewriting, printing, photostating, photographing, and every other means of recording
upon any tangible thing and form of communication or representation, including letters,
words, pictures, sounds, or symbols, or combinations thereof.

D.11.2 COUNTY shall have full ownership and control of all such writings or other
communications delivered by CONSULTANT pursuant to this Agreement.

D.11.3 COUNTY shall pay CONSULTANT the reasonable value of services rendered by
CONSULTANT to the date of termination pursuant to this Agreement not to exceed the
amount documented by CONSULTANT and approved by COUNTY as work
accomplished to date; provided, however, COUNTY shall not in any manner be liable for
lost profits which might have been made by CONSULTANT had CONSULTANT
completed the services required by this Agreement. In this regard, CONSULTANT shall
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furnish to COUNTY such financial information as in the judgment of the COUNTY is
necessary to determine the reasonable value of the services rendered by CONSULTANT.
In the event of a dispute as to the reasonable value of the services rendered by
CONSULTANT, the decision of the COUNTY shall be final. The foregoing is cumulative
and does not affect any right or remedy which COUNTY may have in law or equity.

CONSULTANT may terminate its services under this Agreement upon thirty (30) days
written notice to the COUNTY, without liability for damages, if CONSULTANT is not
compensated according to the provisions of the Agreement or upon any other material
breach of the Agreement by COUNTY.

D.12 NON-DISCRIMINATION. Throughout the duration of this Agreement,
CONSULTANT shall not unlawfully discriminate against any employee of the CONSULTANT
or of the COUNTY or applicant for employment or for services or any member of the public
because of race, religion, color, national origin, ancestry, physical or mental disability, medical
condition, marital status, age, sex or sexual orientation. CONSULTANT shall ensure that in the
provision of services under this Agreement, its employees and applicants for employment and
any member of the public are free from such discrimination. CONSUL-TANT shall comply with
the provisions of the Fair Employment and Housing Act (Government Code Section 12900, et
seq.). The applicable regulations of the Fair Employment Housing Commission implementing
Government Code Section 12900, set forth in Chapter 5, Division 4 of Title 2 of the California
Code of Regulations are incorporated into this Agreement by reference and made a part hereof as
if set forth in full. CONSULTANT shall also abide by the Federal Civil Rights Act of 1964 and
all amendments thereto, and all administrative rules and regulations issued pursuant to said Act.
CONSULTANT shall give written notice of its obligations under this clause to any labor
agreement. CONSULTANT shall include the non-discrimination and compliance provision of
this paragraph in all subcontracts to perform work under this Agreement.

D.13 REHABILITATION ACT OF 1973/ AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT OF
1990. In addition to application of the non-discrimination provision of this Agreement, above,
CONSULTANT agrees to comply with all provisions of section 504 et seq. of the Rehabilitation
Act of 1973, and with all provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, and all
amendments thereto, and all administrative rules and regulations issued pursuant to said Acts,
pertaining to the prohibition of discrimination against qualified handicapped and disabled
persons, in all programs or activities, as to employees or recipients of services.

D.14 OWNERSHIP OF INFORMATION. All professional and technical information
developed under this Agreement and all work sheets, reports, and related data shall become the
property of COUNTY, and CONSULTANT agrees to deliver reproducible copies of such
documents to COUNTY on completion of the services hereunder. The COUNTY agrees to
indemnify and hold CONSULTANT harmless from any claim arising out of reuse of the
information for other than this project.
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D.15  WAIVER. A waiver by any party of any breach of any term, covenant or condition
herein contained or a waiver of any right or remedy of such party available hereunder at law or in
equity shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any subsequent breach of the same or any other
term, covenant or condition herein contained or of any continued or subsequent right to the same
right or remedy. No party shall be deemed to have made any such waiver unless it is in writing
and signed by the party so waiving.

D.16 COMPLETENESS OF INSTRUMENT. This Agreement, together with its specific

references and attachments, constitutes all of the agreements, understandings, representations,

conditions, warranties and covenants made by and between the parties hereto. Unless set forth
herein, neither party shall be liable for any representations made express or implied.

D.17 SUPERSEDES PRIOR AGREEMENTS. 1t is the intention of the parties hereto that
this Agreement shall supersede any prior agreements, discussions, commitments, representations,
or agreements, written or oral, between the parties hereto.

D.18 CAPTIONS. The captions of this Agreement are for convenience in reference only and
the words contained therein shall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this Agreement.

D.19 DEFINITIONS. Unless otherwise provided in this Agreement, or unless the context
otherwise requires, the following definitions and rules of construction shall apply herein.

D.19.1 NUMBER AND GENDER. In this Agreement, the neuter gender includes the
feminine and masculine, and the singular includes the plural, the word "person” includes
corporations, partnerships, firms or associations, wherever the context so requires.

D.19.2 MANDATORY AND PERMISSIVE. "Shall" and "will" and "agrees" are
mandatory. "May" is permissive.

D.20 TERM INCLUDES EXTENSIONS. All references to the term of this Agreement or
the Agreement Term shall include any extensions of such term.

D.21 SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS. All representations, covenants and warranties
specifically set forth in this Agreement, by or on behalf of, or for the benefit of any or all of the
parties hereto, shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of such party, its successors and
assigns.

D.22 MODIFICATION. No modification or waiver of any provision of this Agreement or its
attachments shall be effective unless such waiver or modification shall be in writing, signed by
all parties, and then shall be effective only for the period and on the condition, and for the
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specific instance for which given.

D.23 COUNTERPARTS. This Agreement may be executed simultaneously and in several
counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, but which together shall constitute one
and the same instrument.

D.24 OTHER DOCUMENTS. The parties agree that they shall cooperate in good faith to
accomplish the object of this Agreement and to that end, agree to execute and deliver such other
and further instruments and documents as may be necessary and convenient to the fulfillment of
these purposes.

D.25 PARTIAL INVALIDITY. If any term, covenant, condition or provision of this
Agreement is held by a Court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, void or unenforceable, the
remainder of the provision and/or provisions shall remain in full force and effect and shall in no
way be affected, impaired or invalidated.

D.26 JURISDICTION. Itis agreed by the parties hereto that unless otherwise expressly
waived by them, any action brought to enforce any of the provisions hereof or for declaratory
relief hereunder shall be filed and remain in a Court of competent jurisdiction in the County of
Yuba, State of California.

D.27 CONTROLLING LAW. The validity, interpretation and performance of this
Agreement shall be controlled by and construed under the laws of the State of California.

D.28 TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE. Time is of the essence of this Agreement and each
covenant and term a condition herein.

D.29 AUTHORITY. All parties to this Agreement warrant and represent that they have the
power and authority to enter into this Agreement in the names, titles and capacities herein stated
and on behalf of any entities, persons, estates or firms represented or purported to be represented
by such entity(s), person(s), estate(s) or firm(s) and that all formal requirements necessary or
required by any state and/or federal law in order to enter into this Agreement have been fully
complied with. Further, by entering into this Agreement, neither party hereto shall have
breached the terms or conditions of any other contract or agreement to which such party is
obligated, which such breach would have a material effect hereon.

D.30 CONFLICT OF INTEREST. Neither a COUNTY employee whose position in
COUNTY enables such employee to influence the award of this Agreement or any competing
Agreement, nor a spouse or economic dependent of such employee, shall be employed in any
capacity by CONSULTANT herein, or have any other direct or indirect financial interest in this

Agreement.
CONSULTANT may be subject to the disclosure requirements of the COUNTY conflict of
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interest code if in a position to make decisions or influence decisions that could have an effect on
the CONSULTANT’s financial interest. The County Administrator shall determine in writing if
CONSULTANT has been hired to perform a range of duties that is limited in scope and thus is
not required to fully comply with the disclosure requirements described in the Yuba County
Conflict of Interest Code.

D.31 NOTICES. All notices and demands of any kind which either party may require or
desire to serve on the other in connection with this Agreement must be served in writing either
by personal service or by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, and shall be
deposited in the United States Mail, with postage thereon fully prepaid, and addressed to the
party so to be served as follows:

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ATTACHMENT E
INSURANCE PROVISIONS

Insurance Requirements for
Environmental Contractors and/or Consultants

Contractor shall procure and maintain for the duration of the contract insurance
against claims for injuries to persons or damage to property which may arise from or
in connection with the performance of the work hereunder and the results of that
work by the Contractor, his agents, representatives, employees or subcontractors.
With respect to General Liability, Errors & Omissions, Contractors Pollution Liability,
coverage should be maintained for a minimum of five (5) years after contract
completion. If Contractor fails to maintain the Insurance provided herein, County
may secure such insurance and deduct the cost thereof from any funds owing to
Contractor.

Minimum Scope of Insurance

Coverage shall be at least as broad as:
1. Insurance Services Office Commercial General Liability coverage (occurrence
Form CG 00 01 or Claims Made Form CG 00 02).
2. Insurance Services Office Form No. CA 00 01, covering Automobile Liability,

Code 1 (any auto).
3. Workers’ Compensation insurance as required by the State of California and

Employer’s Liability insurance.
4. Contractors Pollution Liability and/or Errors & Omissions.
Minimum Limits of Insurance

Contractor shall maintain limits no less than:

1. General Liability: $1,000,000 Per occurrence for bodily injury,
(including operations, personal injury, and property damage. If
products and completed Commercial General Liability insurance
operations, as applicable.) or other form with a general aggregate

limit is used, either the general
aggregate limit shall apply separately to
this project/location or the general
aggregate limit shall be twice the
required occurrence limit.

2. Automobile Liability: $1,000,000 Per occurrence for bodily injury and
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property damage.

3. Workers’ Compensation:  As required by the State of California

4. Employer’s Liability: $1,000,000 Each accident, $1,000,000 policy limit

bodily injury by disease, $1,000,000
each employee bodily injury by disease.

5. Contractors Pollution $1,000,000 Each occurrence/$2,000,000 policy
Liability and/or Errors & aggregate, including Errors & Omissions
Omissions: if professional services are included

under contract.

Deductible and Self Insured Retentions

Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be declared to and approved by the
County. If possible, the Insurer shall reduce or eliminate such deductibles or self
insured retentions as respects the County, its officers, officials, employees and
volunteers; or the Contractor shall provide evidence satisfactory to the County
guaranteeing payment of losses and related investigations, claim administration, and
defense expenses.

Other Insurance Provisions

A. The General Liability, Automobile Liability, Contractors Pollution Liability
policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions:

1.

The County, its officers, officials, employees and volunteers are to be
covered as insured’s with respect to liability arising out of automobiles
owned, leased, hired or borrowed by or on behalf of the Contractor; and
with respect to liability arising out of work or operations performed by
or on behalf of the Contractor including materials, parts or equipment
furnished in connection with such work or operations; Contractors
Pollution Liability. No policy shall contain an “Insured v. Insured”
exclusion.

For any claims related to this project, the Contractor’s insurance
coverage shall be primary insurance as respects the County, its officers,
officials, employees, agents and volunteers. Any insurance or self-
insurance maintained by the County, its officers, officials, employees,
agents or volunteers shall be excess of the Contractor’s insurance and
shall not contribute with it.

Each insurance policy required by this clause shall be endorsed to state
that coverage shall not be canceled by the Insurer except after thirty
(30) days prior written notice has been given to the County.

B. The Automobile Liability Policy shall be endorsed to include Transportation
Pollution Liability insurance covering materials to be transported by the
Contractor pursuant to the contract. This coverage may also be provided on the
Contractors Pollution Liability policy.

C. If General Liability, Contractors Pollution Liability and/or Errors & Omissions
coverage’s are written on a claims-made form:

1. The retroactive date must be shown, and must be before the date of the
contract or the beginning of contract work.

2. Insurance must be maintained and evidence of insurance must be
provided for at least five (5) years after completion of the contract of
work.

3. If coverage is canceled or non-renewed, and not replaced with another
claims-made policy form with a retroactive date prior to the contract
effective date, the Contractor must purchase an extended period
coverage for a minimum of five (5) years after completion of work.

4. A copy of the claims reporting requirements must be submitted to the
County for review.

5. If the services involve lead-based paint or asbestos identification /
remediation, the Contractors Pollution Liability shall not contain lead-
based paint or asbestos exclusions. If the services involve mold
identification / remediation, the Contractors Pollution Liability shall not
contain a mold exclusion and definition of “Pollution” shall include
microbial matter including mold.

Acceptability of Insurers

Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best’s rating of no less
than A:VIl if admitted, or of comparable management and financial strength as
approved by the County. If Contractors Pollution Liability, Asbestos Pollution and/or
Errors & Omissions coverage’s are not available from an admitted insurer, the
coverage may be written by a non-admitted insurance company. A non-admitted
company should have an A.M. Best’s rating of A:X or higher, or of comparable
management and financial strength as approved by the County. Exception may be
made for the State Compensation Insurance Fund when not specifically rated.

Verification of Coverage

Contractor shall furnish County with endorsements effecting coverage required by this
clause. The endorsements are to be signed by a person authorized by that Insurer to
bind coverage on its behalf. The endorsements are to be on forms provided by the
County, unless the insurance company will not use the County’s form. All
endorsements are to be received and approved by the County before work
commences. However, failure to do so shall not operate as a waiver of these
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insurance requirements. As an alternative to the County’s forms, the Contractor’s
insurer may provide complete copies of all required insurance policies, including
endorsements affecting the coverage required by these specifications.

Waiver of Subrogation

Contractor hereby agrees to waive subrogation which any insurer of contractor may
acquire from vendor by virtue of the payment of any loss. Contractor agrees to obtain
any endorsement that may be necessary to affect this waiver of subrogation.

The Workers’ Compensation policy shall be endorsed with a waiver of subrogation in
favor of the County for all work performed by the contractor, its employees, agents
and subcontractors.

Subcontractors

Contractor shall require and verify that all subcontractors maintain insurance meeting
all the requirements stated herein.

INTRODUCTION

The mission of the City of Yuba City (City) Wastewater Treatment Facility (WWTF) is to Provide reliable
wastewater services to the residents of Yuba City in the most economical means possible while
safeguarding the Environment. Our staff is committed to the delivery of quality service and it is their
foremost duty to observe the highest ethical standards to protect the public health and welfare, and all
California waters. With this proposal The City of Yuba City Utilities Department hereby offers this same
commitment and level of services to Yuba County and the residents of River Highlands Community Services
District.

The City of Yuba City Utilities Department currently operates a Grade 4 Activated Sludge—Pure Oxygen
Wastewater Treatment Facility, treating ou average 6 million gallons per day (MGD) of wastewater. Plant
processes include preliminary treatment consisting of screening and grit removal, primary clarification,
secondary treatment with pure oxygen activated sludge, solids handling with anaerobic digesters, dissolved air
flotation tanks and belt filter presses. Cogeneration is done using methane produced during anaerobic digestion
to fuel microturbines which produce up to 300kw.

The WWTTF has 9 operators on staff, five of which are senior operators with a certified grade level of four or
higher. Yuba City has been providing its residents with wastewater treatment services for nearly 40 years at its
current location. The WWTF and Public Works Sewer Collections team combined have over 31 full time staff
members which, in addition to operators, includes a team of engineers, mechanics, electricians, maintenance,
and administrative staff.

In the last 7 years the WWTF has gone through $40M of construction projects which include upgrading
existing chlorine basins, rebuilding one clarifier and complete replacement of the other, added additional solids

dewatering capacity, new head works including bar screen removal of debris, and an overall increase in
capacity from 7MGD to 10.5MGD.

The City of Yuba City Utilities Department has the only State certified laboratory in the region that can
provide the testing services necessary to meet permit requirements. The lab provides contract sampling
services to a number of other municipalities and is located on site at the WWTF. The Utilities Department lab
employs four full time laboratory technicians, all of whom are required to hold a Bachelors Degree in Science.

The City of Yuba City Utilities Department prides itself on keeping its staff current with all regulatory
requirements and participates in extensive safety training to ensure that safety is always a number one

priority.

PROPOSED SERVICES

TRANSITION OF OPERATIONS.

The following procedure is proposed for the transition of operations:

+ Yuba City will make available, at a minimum, one senior operator to shadow the Siemens installation team
during the pre-start up period;

+ The City will have on site, at a minimum, one senior operator to shadow the existing operations team for
two weeks prior to the scheduled transition to the Xpress MBR package plant;

+ Two City operators will accompany the Siemens representative and the Yuba County representative during
the acceptance inspection and start up of the MBR plant;

+ The City will provide six operators for training by Siemens, or will utilize a “train the trainer” process, as
part of the installation.

OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE PLAN.

+ One operator will be dispatched to the River Highlands facility at 2 minimum 2 hours per day / 14 hours
per week as stipulated. Pending SCADA control of the system the City may request this schedule to be
modified;

+ The operator to provide routine operations/maintenance as well as respond to alarms will be dependant
upon which operator is on duty at the time. Operators will respond from the City’s WWTF located at 302
Burns Dr., Yuba City which is approximately 22 miles from River Highlands;

¢ An operator will be on-call from 3pm-7am daily;

+ Emergency contact information during business hours and after business hours will be provided;

+ The Xpress MBR Package Plant will be operated and maintained in accordance with the manufacturer’s
O&M manuals. A detailed schedule of operation and maintenance tasks will be provided within six weeks
of Yuba City being provided the manufacturer’s O&M manuals for review;

+ ltis anticipated that the waste activated sludge will be hauled off by the operator and brought back to the
City’s WWTEF for disposal;

+ DPeer training will be provided on the job for operators not in attendance of initial training. Yuba City is
dedicated to keeping operator proficiency current and will make them available for any relevant training as
necessary.

COMPUTERIZED MAINTENANCE MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (CMMS)
TRACKING & REPORTING '

A separate database will be developed for River Highlands CSD within the City’s computerized maintenance
management system (CMMS). The CMMS is the platform that supports all functions of the daily work of
operations and maintenance staff. Through this system the City will track all preventative, corrective,
predictive and project work. The system includes a database of equipment specifications, preventative
maintenance schedules, and equipment history. Capabilities of this system include:

Work order management

Scheduling preventative maintenance
Asset Management

Historical information

Reports & Analysis
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Quarterly accounting of system expenditures can be provided. Sample reports from the CMMS system
(MPulse) is provided in the appendix. The City prefers providing electronic copies of maintenance reports via
this system in lieu of hard copy logs. Operational logs will be kept on site at the facility. With CMMS tracking,
River Highlands CSD would reap the benefits of reliabie, well maintained facilities reducing the likelihood of
emergency repairs.

CUSTOMER SERVICE REPORTING OPTIONS

COMCATE, The City of Yuba City’s customer service reporting system, can be set
up for utilization by River Highlands CSD customers. A link (as illusirated) can be
added to the River Highlands website for customers to log any potential issues or
concerns with their systern.

I Maintaining rates as low as possible for River Highlands CSD customers;

II. Ensuring Yuba City customers do not subsidize operating cost related to a contract with Yuba County.

The components of this proposal consist of an annual base rate for O&M. Laboratory testing to meet permit
requirements are priced per sample and is not included in the base rate. Additional services necessary will be
provided on an hourly rate schedule as defined below.

twice a year with $61,000 due January 1st and the remaining $61,000 due July 1st.

Additional services will not be performed without prior authorization from Yuba County. All additional
services will be billed to Yuba County monthly upon completion of services.

All Materials / Supplies (such as chemicals) will be billed to Yuba County on a monthly cost plus basis. As
previously noted, all materials utilized will be tracked through the City’s CMMS system. Quotes for
materials / supplies would be obtained and the lowest cost option will be utilized. For estimation purposes
$20,000 is assumed for materials and supplies.

Not included in this proposal is the monthly billing of district customers. The City could provide that service at
a negotiated cost.

It is important to note that all estimates herein are based on limited information known at this time.
Once the design of the facility is complete certain factors may change the cost proposed.

REMOTE MONITORING :

The City’s approach to operating and maintaining the River Highlands facility would include the need for
expanded SCADA (Supervisory Controls And Data Acquisition) controls. The City’s understands that
currently the lift station is not integrated with a SCADA system. The City would propose that Yuba County
consider connecting the lift station for SCADA monitoring. City operators would need to have the

ability to remotely monitor the River Highlands facility and lift station from the City’s Wastewater Treatment
Facility. The following outlines the costs associated with having City instrumentation staff work on this
project:

REMOTE SCADA MONITORING FOR LIFT STATION & PLANT....... $35,000

Yuba City staff currently remotely monitors facilities such as water treatment plants, water pump stations,
stormwater pump stations, and wastewater lift stations utilizing SCADA systems. This facilitates 24 hour
operation of unmanned stations, alerts O&M staff to operational issues, improves customer service, and
improves permit compliance.

Please note these estimates are based on limited knowledge of the existing SCADA controls and
assumes the need for full SCADA installation with little or no equipment already in place. These
estimates could change dependant upon equipment variations. This estimate is a one time capital cost
and any maintenance of the SCADA system after installed will be billed at an hourly rate.



LABORATORY SERVICES

The following tables outline the sampling requirements and frequencies based on the NPDES permit

included in the RFP, along with the City’s laboratory fee for providing these services. This is a reflection of
current permit requirements only. It is anticipated when the new permit is negotiated that the sampling
requirements will increase by a minimum of 30% due to an expected increase in the frequency of the sampling
requirements.
