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Due to the close spacing of the proposed signals it will be imperative that all of the
signals are interconnected. In addition, in some of the areas of the project the pavement
is in relatively poor shape. This pavement condition may prohibit the construction of
typical signal loops; therefore it may be necessary to utilize video signal detection.
Wood Rodgers will coordinate these issues with the PDT and Caltrans early on in the
project design process.

Signal and street lighting plans will be drawn to a scale of 1”=2( and 1“=40’ and
designed based upon the approved GAD. Various signal improvements may require
additional detailed drawn to a scale of 1"=10’. The signal plans will include intersection
phasing, and Equipment Schedule.

Task 9.1.2  Traffic Control and Construction Plans
Traffic Control and Construction Signage plans will be drawn to a scale 17=40’. The

Trafic Control and Construction Plans will show existing signs and striping to be
removed, remain, or relocated, and temporary construction traffic striping, signs and

markers.

Task 9.2 Draft Special Provisions

Special provisions compatible with the City’s and Caltrans Standard Specifications will
be prepared in Caltrans format for inclusion into the PS&E. The draft Special
Provisions will be based on the May 2006 Caltrans Standard Special Provisions and will
show all edits to incorporate the City’s requirements for this project. -

Task 8.3 Engineer’s Estimate

The Wood Rodgers Team will prepare quantity estimates and an Engineer’s Estimate in
Caltrans “BEES” format for each item of work involved in the project. The estimate will
be updated at each major phase in project design or when the design is modified.

Task9.4  Construction Schedule

Wood Rodgers will develop a CPM schedule for the construction of the project to
determine the required number of working days for project construction. The schedule
will take into account constructions staging and signal phasing.

Task 9.5 Conceptual Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan

Wood Rodgers will develop a Conceptual Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan
(CSWPPP) or a Conceptual Water Pollution Control Program {(WPCP) (if the project’s
disturbance is less than one acre) to address Caltrans and the National Pollutant
Discharge Elimination System General Construction Permit requirements for the
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project. The CSWPPP/WPCP will include an evaluation of pollutants of concern
related to proposed construction activities; an evaluation of temporary construction site
best management practices (BMPs) and a BMP implementation exhibit that will identify
suggested locations for BMP implementation. The CSWPPP/WPCP will aid the
contractor in accurately bidding the SWPPP/WPCP contract item and assist with
compliance during construction. '

Task 9.6 60% Design Review Meeting

Wood Rodgers will prepare appropriate exhibits and presentation materials necessary
to perform a Design Review meeting with City Staff. The purpose of this meeting will
be to obtain multi-discipline input on design concepts and strategies prior to
preparation of final design plans.

Task 10 Caltrans Encroachment Permit and PEER Process

Task 10.1 PEER Process

It is anticipated that due to the scope and budget of the proposed project, the
preparation of the PEER will be required. The PEER will serve as a mechanism by
which Caltrans documents the engineering rationale behind the proposed Permit
action. The PEER will also document that all components of the proposed project’s
design adhere to Caltrans standards or that an exception to a particular standard has

been obtained.

According to Caltrans PEER Overview Booklet, and our experience in District 3,
Caitrans will take the lead in developing the PEER document. Wood Rodgers will work
closely with the City and Caltrans in providing information and compiling various
portions of the PEER to ensure that Caltrans approval is expedited. This will be done
by regularly meeting with appropriate Caltrans staff and proactively ensuring that
required information is made available. :

It is also under this task that Wood Rodgers will develop a design exception fact sheet
for non-standard project features proposed within Caltrans’ R/W. At this time, we only
anticipate a design exception being required for non-standard spacing of the local roads
and the off-ramps. However if additional non-standard features are identified the
budget for this task can be augmented upon request by the City.

Task 10.2  Caltrans Encroachment Permit 7
An Encroachment Permit from Caltrans will be required to perform construction work
within the State R/W. Wood Rodgers will prepare the application for this
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Encroachment Permit application and will assist the City in obtaining the permitin a
timely manner. The approved PEER will be required to obtain the encroachment
permit. Therefore it will be important to engage Caltrans early on in the design process
to ensure timely approval of the PEER. The “final draft” (90%) PS&E will be submitted
to Caltrans with the encroachment permit application. During the encroachment
permit process it may also be necessary for the City to modify an existing Freeway
Agreement or Maintenance Agreement to address the improvements constructed by
this project. The Wood Rodgers team will provide assistance, as needed, to ensure
timely revision and approval of these documents. )

Task 11 Final PS&E

This phase develops PS&E for construction contracting and ready to advertise. The
Wood Rodgers team will prepare the PS&E, exercise quality control, and submit
documents to the City and Calirans for review by various service units within the
Agencies at the 90% level of completion, incorporate any further comments, and
complete the final bidding documents.

The Wood Rodgers Team will prepare a written response to each review comment
received on the final draft PS&E submittal and incorporate appropriate revisions in the
P5&E package to bring it to the “final” (100%) level of completion. This will include
revisions to the project plans, special provisions, quantity calculations and BEES
estimate. Upon comnpletion of the 100% submittal package, Wood Rodgers will
schedule a review session, if required, with the City to discuss review comments and
resolve any remaining issues. A written summary of all comments and their resolutions
will be prepared and submitted to the City to document the decisions reached.

Task 11.1  Resident Engineer’s {RE) File

Wood Rodgers will prepare the RE File in accordance with Caltrans’ “Construction
Manual®. This will contain quantity calculations, copies of survey monumentation,
notes and calculations, and listings of slope staking data and any permit requirements.
Any other available information that would be of value to the Resident Engineer during
the construction of the project will also be included.

Task 11.2  Final PS&E Submittal
Wood Rodgers will submit the final PS&E, including the RE file, to the City for review

and approval. Any final comments resulting from the City’s review or Caltrans review
associated with the encroachment permit application will be documented and
appropriately incorporated into the construction documents. The City’s written

It was determined that there would be no significant effect on the residents or facility
operations. |t was also determined that there would be a financial benefit to the City.

Council asked if this is a service that has ever been provided by the City before and how
many employees weould be required its operation.

Ms. Solis stated that the City has not provided this type of service in the past but currently
performs lab services several other agencies, including River Highlands, Ms. Selis also
stated that cne operator would suffice for the operation and maintenance of the River
Highlands Community Wastewater System. Current staff would be used 2-4 hours per
day, 7 days a week as well as 24hr on-call service. At this time the use of a City
employee to perform these services will not compromise the daily operations of the Yuba
City system.

Mayor McBride stated that this is a great opportunity for the City to make = little profit and
to help further the regional wastewater management issue that is currently in discussion.

Management District (FRAQMD) meeting. The standards for air pollution are
becoming more stringent as time goes on. The Board is looking at incorporating
the same regulations that Sacramento currently has in regards fo wood burning
stoves. The regulations in effect in Sacramento state which days of the week
weood burning stoves could be used and also offers rebates to those who wish to
upgrade their stove to an environmentally friendly version. Also up for discussion
was the use of diesel engines by farmers, and the emissions that the engines
produce.

Mayor Pro Tem Gill said that he is in favor of bringing the “Going out of Business”
issues back to Council for further discussion to hopefully enact some kind of time
limit.

Amendments to the City’s Mumclpal Code relatm? fo new code enforcement
programs and procedures for nuisance abatement (1° reading of ordinances)

Community Development Director Aaron Busch stated this item is a comprehensive
update to the City's municipal code regarding code enforcement programs. Multiple
components will help ensure the health, safety and quality of life of residents. The code
enforcement section of the municipal code is cutdated. The first ordinance will identify
nuisance sites. It will remove ambiguity and establish procedures, penaities and legal
remedies. An abatement fund will be established. It allows the City to move forward with
abatement compliance when needed. Money would be deposited back into the fund
when received by direct deposits by property owners or through the lien process. The
second ordinance deals with administrative citations for more minor violations, such as
RV's parked for more than 72 hours, offsite signage, or routine weed abatement. A fine
structure is included. The ordinances are established by state law. The third element is
the inclusion of the state’s program aimed at cleaning up properties owned by banks or
other agencies to ensure maintenance. The final item is a resolution adopting policies
and procedures for code enforcement staff that will make our expectations clearer fo
everyone, Mr. Busch showed examples of violations that will fall under these ordinances
and resolutions. This is a positive proactive step to ellmmate blight and approve the
appearance of Yuba City.

Mayor McBride opened the public hearing. The following residents spoke:

Shari Setser, President of the Yuba-Sutter Association of Realtors, asked that this item
be continued until the realfors can provide input.

Rick Walsh, 1450 Honor Oak, President Elect of the Yuba-Sutter Association of Realtors,
noted that determining the owner of the property when it Is in the foreclosure
process is sometimes difficult.

Phillp Treanor, 1570 Richland Road

Hearing no further comment, Mayor McBride closed the public hearing. She noted the
Chamber of Commerce sent a letter requesting continuance due to issues with ltem A.

Councilmembers asked questions of staff and discussed the request for continuation of
this item to allow realtors and the Chamber to provide their input. Mr. Busch noted that
by the time the ordinances go through the process, we will be into fire season. We need
to move forward as quickly as possible on Item A. Councilmembers asked that these
ordinances/resolutions be kept together as one item rather than breaking them up and
approving pieces.

Last year our lobbyist was not successful in obtaining funds
for us, This year'it is important to have a lobbyist fo help obtain Stimulus Money. Mr.
Jepsen said it is important to have a lobbyist in Washington, DC and to make our
presence known. Please note that our state lobbyist contract was not renewed this year.
Councilmember Miller said it is a good investment for the City. Councilmember Gill said
he wholeheartedly supports retaining our lobbyist. Obtaining levee monies requires our
representation in Washington. Counciimembers Maan and Dukes concurred.

Councilmember Dukes moved to {a) Authorize the City Manager fo extend the existing
Agreement with the Ferguson Group of Washington DC for lobbying services not o
exceed $63,000 for calendar year 2009 to be funded from 50% Flood CIP and 50%

Professional Services Agreement Modification — Regarding the preparation of the
Lincoln East Specific Plan (LESP), EIR and accompanying documents

Sutter County Planning Division Chief Lisa Wilson updated attendees on the sfatus of the
County’s General Plan Update. The County initiated the General Plan process in 2007
with the selection of a consultant and the foermation of the General Plan Advisory
Committee {(GPAC). In 2008 the GPAC met with the Food & Ag Committees and
conducted public hearings. Once land use alternatives are selected, the consultants can
continue with the General Flan Update, which is expected to be completed this summer.

Mr. Busch said the purpose of expansion is to increase opportunities for
job creation, provide a logical extension of infrastructure, create the opportunity for new
roadway projects and reconfirm the development practices between the City and County.
He reviewed each of these items in detail. Three alternatives for expanding the Sphere
of Influence were presented.

Councilmembers and Supervisors discussed transportation Issues: an interchange at
Eager Road, a bypass around Yuba City, and other major roadway projects, They
discussed the boundary options presented and impediments to expansion.

Chairman Whiteaker asked that staff confer and make a recommendataon to Sutter
County and the City of Yuba City.

Detaiis
Background:

Yuba City entered into a contract for water supply from the Feather River with the Department of
Water Resources under the State Water Project (SWP) in 1863 with a contract expiration date
of 2035. Under the SWP, contract water is available to Yuba City throughout the entire year.
The contracts current full allocation of water is 9600 acre-feet per year however, most years full
allocation is not provided. The City is currently litigating curtailments based on area of origin
rights.

Analysis:

A provision in the Contract, Article 4, allows for a request of continued water supply at any point
in time during the Contract. The Department of Water Resources, who administers the State
Water Project, has numerous capital projects including a proposed peripheral canal which may
commence in the next few years. At this time it may be in the best interest of the city to
exercise the option for continued services. An extension of the contract would allow the
financing of such projects to be extended past the year 2035. Without such an extension Yuba
City, along with other State Water Contractors, could be responsible for financing these projects
in a period much shorter than the actual life of the project. This may increase the annual costs
associated with the current contract. Other State Water Contractors are also currently asking
for continued water service. Obtaining an approval from the Department of Water Resources at
this time would reduce the possibility of Contract modifications in the near future that would not

be beneficial to Yuba City.




Fiscal impact:

At this time there is no fiscal impact. If approved, the terms of the contract extension would be
negotiated. The City will maintain the option to opt out of our contract with the Department of
Water Resources for the State Water Project any time after the current expiration date of 2035.

Alternatives:

Do not authorize the Utilities Director to provide written notice o the Department of Water
Resources for the extension of the State Water Project contract with the finding that it is not in
the best interest of the City.

Recommendation;

Adopt a Resolution authorizing the Utilities Director to provide written notice to the Department
of Water Resources to extend the terms of the current contract with the finding that it is in the
best interest of the City.

Background:

The Public Works Department is moving forward with the design of the Walton Water Transmission
Line Project. This project consists of extending an existing water transmission main in B Strest from
Cooper Avenue to Clark Avenue, Clark Avenue/Bunce Road from B Street to Lincoln Road, Lincoin
Road from Eastcrest Court to Ohleyer Road, and then south along an extension of Ohleyer Road to
a proposed water storage tank. Refer to Exhibit A. This new water transmission main will help
facilitate a conversion of Yuba City HWS Region 2/3 from groundwater to surface water supply.

Bunce Road between the Gilsizer Slough and Richiand Road is so narrow that the road will
effectively be closed in one block segments with detours in place. Access for residents and
emergency vehicles will be maintained at all times. In order to minimize traffic related impacts
associated with area schools, staff is recommending the following working hour restrictions:

¢ Yuba City High School — While school is in session, there shall be no work allowed between
the hours of 7:30 am and 8:30 am and between 2:30 pm and 3:30 pm on B Strest between
Cooper Avenue and Clark Avenue and on Clark Avenue between B Street and Franklin

Avenue.

« St Isidore Catholic School — While school is in session, there shall be no work allowed
between the hours of 7:30 am and 8:30 am and between 2:30 pm and 3:30 pm on Clark
Avenue between Clinton Street and East Hillerest Avenue.

o Lincoln Elementary School — While school is in session, there shall be no work allowed
between the hours of 7:30 am and 8:30 am and between 2:30 pm and 3:30 pm on Lincoln

Road between Crest Drive and Bromley Avenue.

Project design, management, and construction inspection will be administered by the City's Public
Works Department.

Analysis:

Public Works has prepared the plans, specifications, and estimate for the Walton Water
Transmission Line Project. With Council approval of the plans and specifications and authorization
to bid, staff anticipates the following schedule to complete the project, weather permitting:

Advertise for bid: March-April 2009
Start of construction; June 2009
Completion: May 2010

The plans and specifications for the project are on file in the Public Works Department for review.

Fiscal Impact:

The estimated total construction cost is $5,750,000. With an additional $290,000 to cover project
management and construction inspection by Engineering Division staff, the estimated total project
cost of construction would be $6,040,000. The project will be funded through the State Revolving
Fund loan program. ;

Revised fiscal impacts and related budget/accounting recommendations will be presented to Council
at the award of the contract based on the actual bid amount.

Summary

Subject: Conceptual discussion and approval of a Development Agreement with
Interwest Homes for the completion of the Canterbury Estates residential
subdivision.

Recommendation: Provide staff with direction regarding the disposition of distressed residential
subdivisions in Yuba City and approve a conceptual proposal for a
Development Agreement with Interwest Homes for the completron of the
Canterbury Estates residential subdivision.

Fiscal Impact: The potential difference in the amount of development impact fees collected
for the subject project would be approximately $6,900 per lot.

Background:

The Canterbury Estates is a 270 unit residential subdivision originally approved in 2004. The
subdivision is located in the northeast portion of Yuba City near Pease Road and Highway 99, as
shown in Attachment 1. The project initiator, Dunmore Homes, abandoned the project through
bankruptcy after completing 111 units. Presently, there are 14 homes that are at various stages of
construction and 145 finished lots remaining for development. -

interwest Homes has conveyed its interest in completing the projsct and has an option to purchase
the remaining partially-completed units and vacant lots from the banking interest. Interwest
proposes to complete the 14 partially-completed homes immediately, with a goal of constructing 48
homes over the next two years. Interwest will then evaluate the market and confer with the City on
proceeding with the development of the remaining lots. Interwest Homes' representative has
indicated that the City's current impact fees are a critical impediment to pursuing their options on the

former Dunmore Development.
Analysis:

The details of the proposal from Interwest are provided in Attachments 2 and 3, which include a
cover letter and a proposed Memorandum of Understanding (MOU} respectively. Of interestto the

City are:

. The completion of the 14 paﬁially-built homes in the subdivision to clean up the
appearance of the neighborhood.
! 11
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. The preservation of construction jobs in the community and provision of some building
permit revenue to the city.

. The construction of the remainder of the subdivision to build value into the existing
homes in this location of Yuba City. )

. The equity of allowing for fee concessions to Interwest, although cleaning up blight in the
area of the Dunmore bankruptcy, may provide a competitive advantage relative to other
builder(s) in the same area of town.

Interwest Homes has requested a reduction in the City's Development impact fees to those in effect
in 2004 when construction of the subdivision began. Revised Development impact fees would
include the new levee fee component, and whatever fees are in effect in Sutter County and the
School District. These fees would remain in effect for the first 48 units or two years, which ever
occurs first. Development Impact fees have been paid for the 14 partially-completed homes; as such
no additional fees would be assessed on these units.

The development impact fees assessed in 2004 were $6,998 per unit. The levee fee, which would
be added to the 2004 fee, is $2,874, bringing the proposed total fee per lot to $9,872. The current
2009 fee (with the levee fee) is $16,804, a difference of $6,932 per lot. In addition, fees are
anticipated to increase in relationship to the Construction Price Index over the next two vears
(although this is not guaranteed).

The City has previously provided incentives for the completion of distressed home projects in Yuba
City. Last year, the Council approved a request for a reduced fee to complete the construction of
Hetherington Place. This subdivision is located near the corner of Lincoln and Walton Roads. The
reduction approved by that request reduced fees for the partially-built homes from the 2008 amount
to the 2007 amount, or $1,337 per lot, for a total of 30 lots. In addition, the City has provided fee
concessions to what have been considered “Pipeline Projecis” as part of the Impact Fee revisions
established in 2007, Both the Walnut Park West and the Sutter Heritage subdivisions received
concessions comprised of an initial 4-5 year freeze of the 2008 rates, followed by a phase- in of the
approved impact fees for new residential development.

This request contains similar components to those projects noted. However, there are noteworthy
differences such as:

s The Dunmore project has been on the books since 2004 and is partially built.
» The Development impact fees for the partially-completed units have already been paid.
» The maintenance of the vacant lots is the responsibility of the current bank owner.

o  Off-site subdivision commitments have largely been met by the prior developer, or easily
can be cured by the replacement developer, Interwest Homes.

s  Approval of concessions on buildable vacant but ready-to-go residential pads will create
a precedent for all other similar situations in Yuba City.

If the City Counail finds merit in this request or an altemative, a formal Development Agreement will
need to be brought back to the Council for formal review and approval.




Fiscal Impact:
It Interwest succeeds in building 48 units in a two-year period, the City would receive $474,000 in
impact fees it might not otherwise receive, while forgoing approximately $410,000 in fees-for these

same units over the two years, assuming the units would be built anyway. This fiscal analysis does
not place a value on job retention or secondary commerce created in the community.

Alternatives:

Alternatives to the Interwest proposal might consider:

1. A one year agreement for 24 homes, or

2. Freezing rates for all home builders for up to 86 or fewer permits for homes begun within a one

year period (on a first come basis, on ready to go lots only} at one of the following prior year
rates:

2006 $11,597 $83,988

2008 $12,401 $55,044

Note: The rates and forgone fees listed above do not include the current lavee fee of $2,874, which presumably
would be addad io whatever fees are applied io fulure projects.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN INTERWEST HOMES AND YUBA CITY
REGARDING THE COMPLETION OF THE FORMER DUNMORE CANTURBURY PROJECT

The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is to provide a mechanism to
achieve conceptual understanding for the future construction of homes in the former Dunmore
Canterbury Project area of North Yuba City. This MOU will provide the basis for forwarding a
Development Agreement (DA) with Interwest Homes to take over the interest previously held by
Dunmore Homes.

It is the intent of both the City and Interwest Homes to see that the completion of this project
provides for remeval of blight and unattractive nuisances through the completion of existing
partially-built homes in this subdivision and to provide an incentive to Interwest Homes to move
expeditiously to build out the vacant properties in the Canterbury Subdivision. The MOU
recognizes the challenges of the current economic environment and the necessity to create jobs
and tax revenue through the completion of this project.

Scope

The scope of this Agreement covers a total of 145 finished lots and 14 partially-completed homes
in the former Dunmore Canterbury Project area of North Yuba City. It is the objective of
Interwest Homes during this period to keep local employees and subs working and to cover their
operating costs.

Interwest will, at the close of escrow, immediately begin rehabilitation of the existing fourteen
partially-completed homes and market them for sale.

Interwest also plans to re-brand Canterbury as a new community offering brand new plans.
Although Interwest sales goal for the next two years is forty-eight homes, this agreement allows
for the construction of additional homes under the term limit of the agreement.

Term of Agreement
For a period of two years from issuance of the first building permit,
Renegotiation

At the end of the two year term of the Agreement Interwest and the City Manager will meet to
reassess the market and adjust the fees accordingly.

- Fees
Fees for the partially-completed homes, that have already been paid, will require no additional
fees.

The City will charge the fees in effect for Dunmore Homes in 2004, plus all current Sutter
County, School District and Levee fees, for all units securing building permits within the term of

this MOU.




Prior Subdivision Agreement Commitments

As part of Interwest’s option on this development, Guaranty Bank (the current owner) will retain
responsibility for the completion of the off-site landscaping requirements assumed from
Dunmore Homes.

Summary

Subject: The process for solicltation of potential developérs for the Feather River Mill
Site located at the southeast corner of Bridge and Shasta Streets in
Downtown Yuba City. ;

Recommendation: Authorize staff to initiate the process for selection of a Development Team
for the Feather River Mill Site, and approve the Request for Qualifications
(RFQ) seeking interested parties for the development of the site.

Fiscal Impact: Approximately $12,500 will be needed to complete the necessary marketing
materials and fo forward the process for selection of a Development Team
for the Feather River Miil Site. Funds will come from the Redevelopment
Agency's professional services account (fund 8011-62701).

Background; -

In September of last year, the Agency Board (City Council) directed staffto proceed with developing
a process for the future development of the City's “Feather River Mill” site located at the southeast
corner of Bridge and Shasta streets in Downtown Yuba City. Staff has developed a brochure forthe
purposes of promoting the interest in the Feather River Mill Site and to use as a marketing tool for
Yuba City. The Marketing Brochure will be sent out with the RFQ to all interested parties. A sample
copy of the brochure will be provided at the meeting for Agency Board review.

The slow-down in the economy has provided an opportunity for staff to begin the process for
determining the type of development that can take place on the Feather River Mill Site. It is
recommended that the alternatives for site development be determined as part of the developer
review and selection process. The development of the site will require creative alternatives and a
variety of potential funding soutces. The design characteristics of the site and its potential uses
should be developed in conjunction with public input and review. Proceeding with the process for
site development at this time may allow the City to take advantage of recently released funding
sources that could be available for use on this project. As an example, the American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act, recently signed into law, could provide stimulus funding for a project that includes
subsidized housing for seniors.

Anaiysis:

The proposed process for the development of the Feather River Mill Site and the estimated timeline
for implementation are summarized below: T

The developer sciicitation process will occur in two-phases, with the RFQ being used to minimize
cost and time in the process for all concerned, by allowing the initial screening of interested
developers to two or three qualified design/build teams. The selected teams would then be invited to
participate in a Limited - Request for Proposal (RFP) process from which a site developer would be

selected for negotiations to develop the site. This process will result in a Development Agreement
with the selected team for the right to develop the site. It is estimated that this process will take three
to four months to complete.

Phase 1 - Request for Qualifications Process

The RFQ will require interested development teams to demonsirate their relevant experience in the
fields of finance, marketing, architecture, engineering, environmential, and legal. Development teams
will be required o submit;

= Background information and references for key team members

* Relevant experience on projects of a similar nature

¢ Preliminary business terms for the project

« Conceptual site development sketch plan showing the potential site uses. ,
The Economic Development Commission and staff will jointly review the qualifications of each team

and forward recommendations to the Council for consideration and selection of the final qualified
teams fo be invited fo participate in a Limited RFP process.

Phase 2 - Limited Request for Proposal Process

The Limited RFP process, although restricted in the amount of information required for submittal, is
more detailed in nature and will require teams to submit more specific project information regarding
their respective proposals. Information to be coliected through the RFP process will include and be
strictly limited to the following:

» Project description (including proposed uses)
+ Conceptual site plan and building elevations (no models or perspectives allowed)

¢ Project Financial Proforma and proposed deal points (including requests for Agency Funds
and/or grant requirements necessary to make the financial feasibility work)

» Statement of financial capability to secure construction financing including prior experience
in this regard

» Schedule for project implementation (phasing, entitlement, design and construction). Please
include leasihg and financing if necessary to make the project feasible

The following process is proposed to be used for the public review and selection of the preferred
Development Team for the Feather River Mill Site:

1. Team presentations wiil be made at a special public meeting and citizen feediback will be
encouraged.

2. The Economic Development Commission and staff will review the submittals and forward
their recommendations to the Agency Board.

3. The Agency Board will be provided an opportunity for an additional Team presentation ata
public meeting for their consideration in selecting the preferred Team for negotiation of a
Development Agreement for the design and construction of the Feather River Mill site.




Process for Negotiating the Development Agreement

Once the Agency Board selects a preferred project Team, they will initiate an Exclusive Right to
Negotiate Agreement (ERN) with the selected team. The ERN will allow a defined timeframe for the
negotiation of a Development Agreement which will serve as the contract for the design and
construction of the Feather River Mill Site. The ERN will outline the conceptual parameters of the
project. In the event the Agency is not able to achieve a mutually beneficial conceptual agreement
through the ERN, the Agency reserves the right to enter into negotiations with the second ranked
proposal Team.

It is anticipated that the Development Agreement will provide defined milestones for the following
entitlements: submittal and deadlines for grant funding, design and permit obligations, securing
financing, leasing (if necessary), site preparation, and start of construction.

Schedule for Development Team Selection and Project Construction

Staff anticipates that the proposed process for the selection of a Development Team through the
start of construction on a project for the Feather River Mill Site could take from 9 months to 18
months to complete, depending on the ease of negotiations and favorable market conditions. The
Agency [s aware of timelines for grant submittals and the potential for Stimulus Funding from State
and Federal sources and will remain flexible to respond to such opportunities as the needs arise.

A breakdown of the anticipated steps and timeframes is provided below:

RFQ process — 60 days

Limited RFP process - 60 to 80 days

Exclusive Right to Negotiate Agreement — 30 to 45 days

Disposition and Development Agreement — 180 days .

Summary

Subject: Animal Shelter Architectural Design and Construction Management
Reimbursement Agreement

Recommendation: Authorize the City Manager to enter into a reimbursement agreement with
Sutter County for the City's proportionate share of costs to be incurred for the
design and construction management of the new Animal Shelter.

Fiscal Impact; - $35,000 annually (Estimate) for 15 year agreement with term beginning
on July 1, 2011,

Background:

Sutter County is in the process of replacing its existing Animal Contro! Shelter Facility located near
the airport. The existing shelter was built in 1986 and was constructed with materials found more
commonly in home construction. The facility does not meet Americans with Disabilities Act
standards; the septic system is failing and has a significant rodent infestation. The present shelter is
4,130 sq. ft. and is no longer large enough to accommodate the increased volume of animals
handled at this facility. The volume of animals has increased from 3,382 impounds in 2002 to 4,432
impounds in 20086, resulting in a 31% increase over four (4) years. Due to the increased amounts of
animals impounded and the deterioration of the shelter over the years, a new shelter is currently
being proposed by the county.

Sutter County has to date, issued a Request for Proposal (RFP) for architectural design services,
completed an evaluation process, and is ready to recommend to the Board of Supervisors an award
of confract to George Miers & Associates of Moraga Ca. in an upcoming meeting.

The County estimates the new facility will be roughly 10,000 sq-ft and be constructed at a cost of
$3,000,000 dollars; or $300 per square foof,

Analysis:

The proposed Agreement was developed by City staff and Sutter County. The County agrees to
advance all costs associated with the design and construction management of the new animal
control facility with a not to exceed cost (with contingency) of $525,000. The City would be
responsible for 66% of the actual amount expended with monthly payments spread over 15 years.
The percentage the CHy is responsible for is based on the current City and County population ratio.
The County would be entitled to interest at their pooled treasury rate and the agreement delays the
initial payment for two years until economic conditions for the City improve.

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Fiscal Impact:

The cost during the term of this agreement is estimated to be $35,000 per year for the duration of
the agreement. This figure is estimated as the interest rate the City would be charged varies with the
actual interest rate the County's pooled investments earn. At present the County's pooled treasury
rate is 3.08%. When the City's economic outlook improves, the City may pay the remaining balance
at any time with no penalty.

Recommendation:

Authorize the City Manager to enter into a reimbursement agreement with Sutter County for the
City's proportionate share of costs to be incurred for the design and construction management of the
new Animal Shelter.

ANIMAL CONTROL REIMBURSEMENT AGREEMENT
ANIMAL SHELTER DESIGN COSTS

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this , day of
2009, by and between CITY OF YUBA CITY, a mun|C|paI corporation, herelnafter
designated as "CITY", and COUNTY OF SUTTER, a political subdivision of the State of
California, hereinafter designated as “COUNTY."

RECITALS

A. The COUNTY and CITY have the common power to perform animal
control services within their respective jurisdictions; and

B. The CITY has contracted with COUNTY to perform those animal control
services on its behalf; and

C. The COUNTY proposes entering into an agreement for the design of a
new animal shelter at a cost not-to-exceed $525,000 and proposes that CITY pay 66%
of that amount; and

D. CITY agrees to the expenditure but wishes to pay their share of the design
costs over a fifteen (15) year period; and

E. COUNTY agrees to advance all design costs subject to reimbursement by
CITY under the terms of this Agreement.

AGREEMENT
COUNTY and CITY agree as follows:

1. COUNTY agrees to advance all costs associated with the design of a new
animal control facility. COUNTY shall contract for and oversee the design process.

2. CITY agrees to reimburse COUNTY the sum of sixty-six (66%) percent of
the total costs associated with the design of a new animal control facility together with
simple interest at the pooled treasury rate. CITY shall pay this amount in 180 equal
monthly installments. The first payment shall occur on or before July 1, 2011 with the
last payment occurring on or before June 1, 2026. Payment of the entire balance due
and owing may be made at any time prior to June 1, 2026 without penalty. Interest shall
accrue from the date of payment to the design professional until such time as the final
payment has been made by CITY.

3. This Agreement shall be approved by the Yuba City Council and the
Sutter County Board of Supervisors and shall become effective the day after the last
party approves. The Agreement shall continue in full force and effect until all sums due
and payable under the Agreement have been paid by the CITY.

4, The provisions of this Agreement are intended to control over any
conflicting provisions contained in the Amended Joint Powers Agreement for Animal



Control Services. This Agreement comprises the entire integrated understanding
between CITY and COUNTY concerning the costs associated with the design of a new
animal control facility and supersedes all prior negotiations, representations, or
agreements.

5. Modifications or amendments to this Agreement shall be in writing and
executed by both parties.

6. The COUNTY shall submit monthly invoices to the CITY for each
installment as it comes due. The CITY shall pay invoices that are undisputed within
thirty (30) days of receipt. The parties agree to exercise good faith and diligence in the
resolution of any disputed invoice amounts.

7. All invoices, notices, or other documents concerning this Agreement shall
be served as follows:

8. Waiver of breach or default under this Agreement shall not constitute a
continuing waiver of subsequent breach of the same or any other provision under this
Agreement.

9. If any term or portion of this Agreement is held to be invalid, illegal, or
otherwise unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining provisions
of this Agreement shall continue in full force and effect.

10.  The interpretation, validity and enforcement of the Agreement shall be
governed by and construed under the laws of the State of California and any action
brought relating to this Agreement shall be held exclusively in a state court in the
County of Sutter. This Agreement does not limit any other rights or remedies available
to the COUNTY or the CITY.

11.  This Agreement shall survive termination of the Amended Joint Powers
Agreement for Animal Control Services or any subsequent modification thereof and, in
the event of termination, the animal shelter design shall be owned equally by CITY and
COUNTY.

Summary

Subject: Amendments to current Memoranda and Letters of Understanding providing
for work furloughs and salary reductions.

Recommendation: Adopt a resolution approving the contract amendments providing for work
furloughs and salary reductions.

Fiscal Impact: FY 09/10 cost savings in the amount of $2.3 million to all departments’ salary
and benefits budgets. :

Background:

City staff has been meeting and conferring with all of the City’s bargaining units in order to negotiate
salary concessions currently provided in labor agreements in light of current ongoing state and
national economic conditions. The bargaining units have been very supportive and cooperative in
recognizing the seriousness of the current economic conditions and have an interest in preserving
jobs for members of their bargaining units. -

Analysis:

With an anticipated budget gap of $2.3 million due to the decrease in City's revenues and a pending
expense increase estimated at $1 million for scheduled pay increases beginning July 1, 2009, City
staff has been conducting meetings with all of the City's bargaining units. '

The bargaining units have agreed to forgo pending cost of living adjustments and flat rate pay
increases and to implement further salary reductions and/er furlough programs equal to five (5)
percent of payroll. In exchange for their agreement, the City will make a commitment to retain jobs
through Fiscal Year 2009/10. Any current or future vacant positions will be filled at the discretion of
the City Manager. In addition, the bargaining units have agreed to extend all agreements for an
additional one year period (including agreements that were due to expire June 30, 2008). These
agreements are based on the City’s willingness to absorb up to two percent or $700,000 in further
General Fund Tax Revenue reductions in Fiscal Year 2009/10. This amountis over and above the
existing projections of $1.5 million in anticipated revenue reductions for the next Fiscal Year based
on the reductions implemented in 2008/08.

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The agreements provide for employees with non-traditional 40 hour work schedules to take off 13
unpaid days per year. Those employees who work a regular 40 hour schedule will, in addition to
taking off 13 unpaid days a year, be required to work an additional 30 minutes a day Monday
through Thursday. This additional fime, when used in conjunction with the furlough time, will allow
employees to take off 26 days per year which will occur every other Friday. This will allow the City
to close down administrative buildings and maintenance functions during these same Fridays for the
term of the agreement. By extending the normal work day, Monday through Thursday, the public
will have extended access to City services.

In lieu of furlough days for 24 hour shift employees, the Firefighters' Local and City staff have
agreed that pay reductions will be calculated by using the savings in salary, benefits and overtime
reductions commensurate with the savings achieved through the five percent Furlough Program.
Therefore, those members of the Firefighters’ Local who are taking the pay reduction will have their
base salary reduced by three percent and overtime will be calculated excluding holiday pay.

Staff is recommending that the City Council approve the bargaining unit agreements as submitted.
Fiscal Impact:

FY 09/10 cost savings in the amount of $2.3 million to all departments’ salary and benefits budgets.

Alternatives: -

Do not approve the contract amendments and/or examine alternatives to furlough program
schedules.

Recommendation:
Adopt a resolution approving the extension of current labor contract agreements and amendments
providing for a five percent salary reduction through a work furlough program or equivalent salary

reductions in combined salary, benefits and/or overtime savings to the City in exchange for the City
agreeing to forge layoffs and employee reductions for the term of the amendment.
