Summary

Background:

The Sanborn Storage and Pumping Plant project consists of the constructing of a 3.6 million
gallon water storage reservoir, 10.5 million gallons per day water pump station and other
associated improvements. The tank and pump station will be [ocated southwest of the
intersection of Lincoln and Sanborn Roads. Refer to Exhibit A. This new water storage fank
and pump station will help facilitate the conversion of the Yuba City Hillcrest Water System from
groundwater to surface water supply and also provide service to future customers in the Lincoln
East Specific Plan area. Bids were originally received on September 24, 2009. November 17,
2009 the City Council rejected all bids and directed staff to re-adveriise the project.

The City has received a commitment from the California Department of Public Health to provide
approximately $26 million through the State Revolving Fund loan program for costs associated
with the groundwater conversion project, including all costs associated with the construction of
the Sanborn Storage and Pumping Plant Project with the exception of landscaping ($50,000).

Agenda ltem




The City has been able to lower the loan amount needed for the project through the receipt of
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) grants and construction bids coming in lower
than the engineers’ estimates.

Analysis:

The project was advertised for bid during November and December 2009. Plans and
specifications were provided to local builder/contractor exchanges, advertised in the local
newspaper and made available to contractors through Signature Reprographics. December 29,
2009, 5 bids were received and opened in the City Clerk’s office. A sixth bid was received late
and returned unopened 1o the contractor. A list of the timely bids received and the engineer’s
estimate are shown below.

ProVen Management Inc, San Francisco $4,419,964

Spiess Construction, Santa Maria $4,750,300
Teichert Construction, Roseville $5,266,000
Engineer’s Estimate $5,800,000

There has been a bid protest submitted by the second bidder Mountain Cascade. At the time of
preparation of this report the protest issues had not yet been resolved. Staff may present a
different recommendation at the Council meeting, including award to Mountain Cascade,
continuing the decision process to a future meeting or rejection of all bids.

The bid submitted by ProVen Management is approximately $137,000 lower than any of the bids
received in September, 2009.

Loan requirements for this project require that the contractor put forth a good faith effort to utilize
Disadvantaged Business Enterprise subcontractors. The State is reviewing the good faith effort
of ProVen Management, so the award of the project is contingent upon the State determining
that the good faith effort meets the intent of the funding requirements.

Contract administration and inspection of the project will be performed by Public Works
Department staff, with assistance from Utilities Department staff and Carollo Engineers. Project
construction is expected to begin in February and continue through March 2011, weather
permitting.

Fiscal Impact:

The Sanborn Storage and Pumping Plant Project will receive funding from the State Revolving
Fund loan program. The funding commitment breakdown for this project is as follows:



Cost Classification Total

A. Construction Costs $4,419,964.00
B. Engineering Costs $ 853,700.00
C. Construction Management & Inspection $§ 481,530.00
D. Contingencies $ 504,696.00
Total Cost: $6,259,890.00

The Funding Agreements for the SRF loan will be set up such that the City will request
reimbursement from the State for eligible project costs. Start up costs for the project will initially
be funded through the pooled cash reserves in the water capital projects fund and capital
connection fee funds until such time as reimbursement monies are collected from the State and
deposited into the project account. Repayment of funds obtained through the State’s SRF loan
program will be repaid as follows; 70% from Hillcrest Water System surcharge and 30% from
future customers (water connection charges).

Alternatives:

Do not award the contract and reject all bids. Rejecting bids will lead to project delays and could
jeopardize the grant funds received for the groundwater conversion project.

Discussion regarding potential allowances for (1)} temporary banner signs during
the current economic downturn; and (2) the potential for regulating “going out of
business” sales and events

Community Development Director Aaron Busch said the first part of this item is to discuss
possibly making an exception to the City's current sign standards fo allow temporary
banners during this depressed economic climate and to discuss regulation of going out of
business sales. Earlier this year Council approved the corridor enhancement strategy.
Sign enforcement was proactive on Highway 20 and Highway 99. Recentily, a business
owner has asked for relaxation of the temporary banner sign ordinance due to the current
economy and until the economy improves. Staff looked at other jurisdictions to see if
they have provisions for relaxing sign ordinances in a downturn in the economy. Only
one jurisdiction has such an allowance. If Council is inclined to make allowances for
termmporary banners, staff asks for that direction.

The second part of this item is regarding going out of business sales. It has been a
recurrent problem with several businesses going out of business for at least three years.
Strict enforcement of the sign code would remedy this problem, which allows for 30 day
periods of temporary signage. There appears to be no state law regulating this, but some
local jurisdictions have ordinances. They issue a license or permit to ensure there isn’t a
steady stream of product coming from other stores.

Councilmember McBride said that while she supports the sign ordinance; now is not the
time to handicap local businesses, and we should consider the economy.

Mayor Gill noted he has spoken to local businesses recently and apparently the banners
do make a difference. In light of the current economy, Council has reduced impact fees,
helped the businesses on Plumas Street with the loan forgiveness program, and backed
the Shop Local Campaign. Perhaps we need to consider allowances for temporary
banners with a review in about a year. On the second issue, Mayor Gill supports
enforcement of the sign ordinance on going out of business banners or signs.

Mayor Gill asked if anyone from the public would like to speak on this item. Chris
Swinney, 3078 Caminito Avenue, Yuba City, spoke in favor of allowing flexibility of the
sign and banner ordinance. He gave Council photographs of violations of the sign
ordinance he found today.

Councilmember Dukes noted it took two years to put the sign ordinance in place. At that
time he stated that if we do not enforce it, then the effort would be in vain. As far as the
going out of business banners, he agreed that is the marketing strategy for those
businesses. He said he feels the going out of business sign ordinance should be
enforced.

Councilmember Maan said it is deceitful to use going out of business sales, and we need
to enforce the ordinance. On the issue of temporary banner signs, Councilmember Maan
agreed with Councilmember Dukes that a lot of time and effort was spent on the sign
ordinance. It was a thoughtful and thorough process. For the past six months we've
been cleaning up the corridors from the proliferation of signs and now we’re being asked
to abandon that effort.

Mayor Gill said that, as previously stated, we have helped other businesses in a variety of
programs and now we may need to reconsider our stance on signs and banners due to
the slow economy. Councilmember McBride added that while she believes in the sign
ordinance, it was put together under different economic fimes. She said she is opposed
to enforcing the ordinance at this time. Councilmember Dukes asked Mr. Busch if we do
a temporary change on the ordinance does that suspend the current ordinance. Mr.
Busch replied he would advocate that we go forward with enforcing the special events. A
temporary banner/sign permit could be added in addition to the existing ordinance.
Councilmembers asked Mr. Busch to return to Council with (1) a temporary permit
program for banners and signs, and (2) more restrictive regulations on going out of
business sales and events.
