Community Development

e Cinemark Movie Theater: The proposed movie theater project was continued by
the Planning Commission at their September 26™ meeting in response to the
submittal of an opposition letter from a law firm representing “Citizens Against
Gridlock” (CAG) just before the meeting. The letter challenges the sufficiency of the
environmental documentation prepared for the project, citing that an Environmental
Impact Report should have been prepared. The item was continued until the
October 10" Planning Commission meeting in order to allow staff an opportunity to
review and comment on the information received from CAG.

e Development Impact Fees: Staff will be presenting the City’'s update to its
Development Impact Fees at the October 10™ Planning Commission meeting for
review and comment. The matter will then be forwarded to the City Council at their
October 16™ Council meeting for review and approval.

Gauche Aquatic Park

The Dedication will be held on Thursday, October 4™ at 5 p.m. The Welcome and
Introductions will be presented by Skip King and Acknowledgements by Mayor John
Miller. The Dedication Ceremony will follow, along with tours of the facility and
refreshments.

The Ribbon Cutting Ceremony will be held on Saturday, October 6™ at 10:30 a.m. The
facility will be open to the public for open swim at 11 a.m. The first 800 paid participants
will receive a gift commemorating the Grand Opening.

The new Gauche Aquatic Park will be open to the public Saturdays, October 6" & 13™,
and Sundays, October 7" & 14th from 11 am — 1:30 pm & 2:30 pm — 5 pm. The newly
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designed aquatic facility features a 25 yard x 25 yard — 10 lane competitive pool; a pool
that goes from zero to three feet with a “Sprayground”; and a 25 foot high state-of-the-
art waterslide. The fee is $4 for persons 3 years and older, and children 10 and under
must be accompanied by a supervisor at least 16 years old. Children 2 years and under
are free.
