SERVICE DESCRIPTION

The primary objective of the Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) program is to
develop viable urban communities by providing
decent housing, a suitable living environment,
and expanded economic opportunities for the
benefit of low- and moderate-income persons.

Homeless, Housing, Public Facilities
Improvements, Infrastructure Improvements,
Public  Services, Anti-Crime,  Youth
Programs, Senior Programs, and Economic
Development. The goal of the CDBG
program is to provide assistance in each of
these areas and measure performance
through the use of benchmarks.

FY 2001 - 2002 ACCOMPLISHMENTS

The City continued to fund its Housing
Rehabilitation Program that provided 6
home improvement loans to households
occupied by low-income families.

The City assisted nearly 70 homeless
persons via funding of the Salvation Army
Family Self-Sufficiency Program and the
Homeless Veterans Assistance Program.

Funding was also provided for youth and
senior programs such as the Senior
Handyman Program, Senior Services
Booklet, Youth Athletic Grant Program and
After School Recreation Programs at the
Housing Authority and King Avenue School.

CDBG funds were used to fund several
projects providing ADA accessibility through
the implementation of the ADA Transition
Plan. Projects include improvements to
Yuba City public facilities and neighborhood
parks.

The City continued to educate the public
about fair housing laws by hosting its annual
Fair Housing Seminar in cooperation with

California Rural Legal Assistance, FREED,
and Yuba Sutter Legal Center for seniors.

CDBG funds were used to improve some of
Yuba City’s oldest neighborhoods and
business districts. Projects included
improvements to Franklin Road and B
Street, land acquisition for the extension of
Plumas Blvd., and the Housing Authority
infrastructure study.

Provided housing assistance through
Housing Rehabilitation and First Time
Homebuyer programs to 11 low-income
households.

Completed 4 public facilities and
infrastructure projects to improve the
conditon of Yuba City’s low-income
neighborhoods and provide accessibility to
persons with disabilities.

Continue funding programs that service the
homeless in our community. Also work with
local homeless service providers to develop
solutions for the transitional housing needs
in the community.

Continue efforts to increase the supply of
decent, safe, and affordable housing by
funding the Housing Rehabilitation program.

Continue to improve the condition of the
City’s public facilities and infrastructure in
low- and moderate-income areas. Also
continue to make ADA improvements to
such facilities.
