Capital Improvement Program

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

The Capital Improvement Program (CIP) is the
City’'s comprehensive multi-year plan for the
development of the City’s capital facilities and
improvements. The plan outlines the capital
projects that are expected to take place over the
next five years. Capital projects usually involve
high costs, take a year or more to complete, and
result in the creation of a capital asset.

The process of CIP preparation begins in
February with key department heads and
managers participating. The management staff
develops their CIP proposals to satisfy the
needs of the City while still working within the
available resources of the operating funds that
they would be drawing on. The updated plan is
then presented to the Planning Commission and
City Council for review and approval.

CIP FORMAT

The Capital Improvement Program (CIP) is
divided into three main sections: Summary
Schedules, Currently Funded Projects and
Future Projects.

The Summary Schedules section includes a
summary of CIP projects by Fund. The lead
department is noted and funding is broken down
into carryover funds, FY 2002-2003 funds and
total project funds. Carryover balances include
any unspent funds appropriated in prior budget
years.

The Currently Funded Projects and Future
Projects sections are presented by the lead
department responsible for the completion and
management of the project. The detailed
descriptions for each project include key
background information, tables identifying
funding sources (multiple, if applicable) over all
project years, and the anticipated annual impact
on the operating budget.

A brief overview of major projects within each
fund is outlined below.

GENERAL FUND

As noted in the City Administrator's message,
the City has committed itself to dedicating the
necessary long-term capital funding to improve
the quality of life in Yuba City. Within the
General Fund, the current year budget reflects
an effort to provide funding for high priority
projects. The following major projects have
funding allocated to them:

1. Fire Administration Complex and Station
Improvements

2. Corporation Yard Storm Drain

3. Community Center and Aquatics Center
Master Plan

4. General Plan Update
5. Park Enhancement Matching Funds
6. Plumas Street Improvements

7. City Hall and Council Chamber
Equipment Upgrades

8. Renovation of Sam Brannan Park
Facilities
STREETS & ROADS FUND
The Streets & Roads Fund has several projects
slated in FY 2002-2003. The following is a list of

the more notable projects:

1. Plumas Boulevard Extension from
Franklin to Percy

2. Bridge Street widening: Cooper to Gray

3. Four New Traffic Signals at various
locations

4. Street Resurfacing, Repair and Sealing
5. Gray Avenue Improvements

6. Bridge St. and Walton Avenue
Improvements




Capital Improvement Program

The Streets & Roads Fund is projected to have
sufficient resources to cover the budgeted
projects. Funding will come from a combination
of fund balance and anticipated current year
revenues. Current year revenue sources
include Gas Taxes, Transportation Development
Act funds and Proposition 116 funds.

DEVELOPMENT IMPACT FEE FUND

The Impact Fee Fund will finance several
projects during the upcoming year for which
funds have been accruing over past years. The
projects include both public safety facilities (the
new Fire Administration Complex and expansion
of the Police Facility) and Street and Road
projects. In certain instances, multiple funding
sources exist for projects and the Impact Fee
Fund will serve as one of many funding sources.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK
GRANT (CDBG) FUND

The CDBG fund has several projects
programmed for FY 2002-2003. The three
largest are:

1. Downtown Fagade Improvements
2. Live Oak Boulevard ADA Improvements

3. Rockholt Way Improvements

REDEVELOPMENT FUND

The Redevelopment fund has two major projects
scheduled for FY 2002-2003, both of which are
in the Town Center area of Yuba City. The
Plumas Street Extension which will begin in
Spring of 2003 and planning for the
reconstruction of Plumas Street between Colusa
Highway and B Street will commence this year.
Both projects will be funded from several other
sources as well including the Streets & Roads
fund, Development Impact Fees, CDBG, Water
and Wastewater funds.

WASTEWATER FUND

Early in FY 2002-2003, the City will be issuing
$12 million in wastewater revenue certificates to
provide the funding necessary to continue
implementation of the City’s adopted ten-year
Wastewater Master Plan. It is anticipated that
the infrastructure improvements will have a
positive effect on the sewer-operating fund with
decreased maintenance required on new
facilities. Most notably, the improvements
include construction of a new headworks,
digester improvements, and a new
administration building. Also, the installation of
micro-turbines will provide for the generation of
electricity using digester gas. Ongoing
collection system projects and main line
improvements will continue in FY 2002-2003.

WATER FUND

The Water Fund has three large projects and
several smaller projects slated for FY 2002-
2003. The larger projects include:

1. 30" Water Line: Queens/Live Oak
Boulevard to B St./Cooper.

2. Improvements to the distribution
system

3. Replacement of existing water lines

It is anticipated that the resources being
allocated to the infrastructure improvements will
have minimal effect on the water-operating fund.
Due to the age of the City’'s -current
infrastructure, the improvements should have a
positive affect on the operating fund due to
decreased maintenance costs.
