5. CLOSURE OF POLICY PERIODS. Notwithstanding any other provision of this
Memorandum, the following provisions are applicable:

(a) Upon reaching ten (10) years of maturity after the end of a program period,
that period shall be “closed” and there shall be no further dividends declared
or assessments made with respect to those program periods, except as set
forth in paragraphs 6(a) and (b), below;

(b) Notwithstanding subparagraph (a) above, the Board may take action to leave
a policy period “open” even though it may otherwise qualify for closure. In
addition, the tast ten (10) policy periods shall always remain “open” unless the
Board takes specific action to declare any of the last ten (10) policy periods
closed.

{c) Dividends and assessments, other than those set forth in paragraph 6(a) and
(b) below, shall be administered to the participating members based upon the
proportion of premiums paid to the Program in “open” periods only. For
purposes of administering dividends and assessments pursuant to this
subparagraph, all “open” policy periods shall be considered as one block.
New members to the Program shall become eligible for dividends upon
participating in the Program for three consecutive policy periods (not less than
24 months).

6. DECLARATION OF DIVIDENDS. Dividends shall be payable from the
Program to a participating member in accordance with its proportionate funding to the
Program during the applicable program period as follows:

(a) A dividend shall be declared at the time a program period is closed on all
amounts over the 90% confidence ievel;

{b) A dividend shall be declared at the time a program period is closed on all
amounts which represent premium surcharge amounts assessed pursuant to
Article 14(b)(3) of the Agreement where the funding exceeds the 80%
confidence level.

7. MEMORANDUM OF COVERAGE. A Memorandum of Coverage shall be issued
by the Authority evidencing membership in the Program and setting forth terms and
conditions of coverage.

8. CLAIMS ADMINISTRATION. Each participating member shall comply with the
Authority’s Underwriting and Claims Administration Standards (including Addendum B -
Liability Claims Administration Guidelines) as amended from time to time, and which are
attached hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated herein.

9. LATE PAYMENTS. Notwithstanding any other provision to the contrary regarding
late payment of invoices or cancellation from a Program, at the discretion of the Executive
Committee, any member that fails to pay an invoice when due may be given a ten (10) day
written notice of cancellation.

10. RESOLUTIONS OF DISPUTES. Any question or dispute with respect to the
rights and obligations of the parties to this Memorandum regarding coverage shall be
determined in accordance with the Joint Powers Agreement Article 31, Dispute
Resolution.

11.  AMENDMENT. This Memorandum may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the
Board and signature on the Memorandum by the member’s designated representative
who shall have authority to execute this Memorandum. Should a member of the
Program fail to execute any amendment to this Memorandum within the time provided by
the Board, the member shall be deemed to have withdrawn as of the end of the policy
period.

12.  COMPLETE AGREEMENT. Except as otherwise provided herein, this
Memorandum constitutes the full and complete agreement of the members.

13.  SEVERABILITY. Should any provision of this Memorandum be judicially
determined to be void or unenforceable such determination shall not affect any
remaining provision.

14. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Memorandum shall become effective on the effective
date of coverage for the member and upon approval by the Board of any amendment,
whichever is later.

15.  EXECUTION IN COUNTERPARTS. This Memorandum may be executed in
several counterparts, each of which shail be an original, all of which shall constitute but
one and the same instrument.

SUBJECT: Approve the Agreement with Downey Brand and Authorize the Chairman to sign

Recommendation

Approve the Agreement with Downey Brand subject to minor changes approved by both
Downey Brand and Agency counsel and Authorize the Chairman to sign.

Background

Your board previously approved an agreement with Downey Brand for legal services, subject to
minor changes approved by both Downey Brand and Agency counsel.

The original agreement contained the standard Sutter County insurance provisions. Downey
Brand requested that we remove the insurance requirement that its workers compensation
insurance include an endorsement waiving the insurer's right of subrogation against the
Agency. Downey Brand's reason for the request is the long-term effect of the endorsement on
Downey Brand’s workers compensation premium firm wide. Agreeing to remove the
endorsement could possibly expose the Agency to a remote risk of liability for injury to a
Downey Brand consultant. Therefore, staff determined it would not be prudent to do so until the
Agency had obtained its own insurance.

The Agency has now been approved for insurance with the California State Association of
Counties Excess Insurance Authority, effective July 1, 2008. According to the insurance
representative for the CSAC-EIA insurance program, injury or property damage to an
independent contractor due to Agency negligence would be covered by the Agency's general
liability insurance. Staff believes it would now be acceptable to remove the language as
requested by Downey Brand and make the agreement effective July 1, 2008 to coincide with
insurance coverage for the Agency.

Since the agreement will have an effective date to coincide with the effective date of insurance,
the agreement will now cover a full twelve month period instead of until the end of the fiscal
year. Therefore, we recommend increasing the not to exceed amount from $50,000 to $75,000.
Sutter County Counsel will continue to provide legal services to the Agency until the Downey
Brand a becomes effective.
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LEGAL SERVICES
INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

This Legal Services Independent Contractor Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered
into this 1st day of July, 2008, by and between Sutter Butte Flood Control Agency (“Agency”), and
Downey Brand, LLP (“Consultant’).

RECITALS:
A Agency has determined that it is desirable to retain legal counsel for general and
special representation; and
B. Consultant represents that it possesses the qualifications, experience, and facilities

necessary to perform the services contemplated herein and has proposed to provide those services;
and

C. The Agency desires to retain Consultant to perform the proposed services.
Agency and Consultant agrees as follows:
AGREEMENT:

1. Scope of Services. Consultant shall provide legal services to Agency including but not
limited to: Providing legal counsel to agency officials and board members generally regarding civil
liability and the requirements of federal, state, and local laws and regulations and specifically in the
area of flood control activities and assessments; representing the Agency in administrative
proceedings; civil litigation, and other adjudicatory proceedings; researching, analyzing, interpreting,
and applying statutes, codes, ordinances, court decisions, and legal opinions in the preparation of
briefs, opinions, and cases; composing, writing, and processing legal documents, such as pleadings,
briefs, contracts, ordinances, and legislation; ensuring that documents are within guidelines
established by law; reviewing agendas and staff reports for legal sufficiency and compliance; and
attending meetings of the Agency board to provide legal advice (“Services™).

2. Term. The term of this Agreement is from July 1, 2008, until June 30, 2009, unless
terminated earlier pursuant to the provisions of Paragraph 11, below.

3. Compensation.

a. Agency shall pay Consultant for services at the rate of Three Hundred Thirty Five Dollars
($335) per hour for Scott Shapiro and Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250) per hour for Andrea Clark.
Total compensation payable to Consultant under this Agreement, including expenses, shall not
exceed Seventy-Five Thousand Dollars ($75,000).
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4. Invoice and Payments. Consultant shall submit monthly invoices for services
rendered during the preceding month and expenses incurred to the following address: Sutter Butte
Flood Control Agency, Bill Edgar, Interim Executive Director, c/o County of Sutter, 1160 Civic
Center Boulevard, Suite A, Yuba City, California 95993. The Agency shall pay invoices that are
undisputed within thirty (30) days of receipt and approval. The parties agree to exercise good faith
and diligence in the resolution of any disputed invoice amounts. Despite any dispute as to any item
charged, Agency shall promptly pay all undisputed amounts in any invoice.

5. Notice. Any notice required to be given under this Agreement shall be delivered
either personally, by first-class postage pre-paid U. S. mail, or overnight courier to the following
addresses or such other address provided by the parties in accordance with this section:

Notice shall be effective upon receipt.

6. Independent Contractor.

a. Itisunderstood and agreed, and is the intention of the parties hereto, that Consultant is an
independent contractor, and not the employee or agent of Agency for any purpose whatsoever.
Agency shall have no right to and shall not control the manner or prescribe the method by which the
professional services are performed by Consultant herein. Consultant shall be entirely and solely
responsible for his acts and the acts of his agents, employees, and subcontractors while engaged in
the performance of services hereunder. Consultant shall have no claim under this Agreement or
otherwise against Agency for vacation pay, sick leave, retirement benefits, Social Security, workers
compensation, disability, or unemployment insurance benefits or other employee benefits of any
kind. The parties acknowledge that Agency shall not withhold from Consultant’s compensation any
funds for income tax, FICA, disability insurance, unemployment insurance or similar withholding
and Consultant is solely responsible for the timely payment of all such taxes and related payments to
the state and federal governments, for himself and for his employees, agents, and subcontractors who
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might render services in connection with this Agreement. The Consultant shall inform all persons
who perform any services pursuant to this Agreement of the provisions of this section.

b. In the event that the Consultant’s activities under this Agreement, or any of them, are
found by any state or federal agency to be those of an employee rather than an independent
contractor, Consultant agrees to indemnify Agency and hold Agency harmless for any damages,
costs, or taxes imposed upon it pursuant to the Internal Revenue Code or state or federal taxing laws,
including but not limited to any penalties and interest which Agency may be assessed by such state or
federal agency for failing to withhold from the compensation paid to Consultant under this
Agreement any amount which may have been required to be withheld by law,

7. Subcontracting and Assignment. Consultant shall not subcontract or assign any
portion of the work to be performed under this Agreement without the prior written consent of

Agency.

8. Indemnification.

a. Consultant:

(i) Indemnification for Professional Liability — For liability arising from professional
and technical services provided under this Agreement, Consultant shall indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless County, its goverming board, directors, officers, and
employees from any loss, injury, damage, expense, and liability to the extent arising out
of the negligence of Contractor, its employees, sub-consultants, or agents,

(i1) General Indemnification Provision — For any liability, other than arising out of
professional and technical services, Consultant shall indemnify, defend, and hold
harmless, Agency, its governing board, directors, officers, and employees from any loss,
injury, damage, expense, and liability resulting from injury to or death of any person and
loss of or damage to property, or claim of such injury, death, loss or damage caused by an
act or omission in the performance under this Agreement by Consultant, its employees,
sub-consultants, or agents, excepting only loss, injury, or damage caused by the sole
negligence or willful misconduct of the Agency.

b. Agency:

Agency shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless Consultant and its officers,
employees, and agents against all liabilities, claims, demands, damages, and costs
(including attorneys’ fees and litigation costs) that arise in any way from Agency’s acts or
omissions while performing under this Agreement. Agency’s obligations under this
section include, but are not limited to, liabilities, claims, demands, damages, and costs
arising from injury to, or death of, any persons (including Agency’s and Consultant’s
officers, employees, and agents) and from damage to, or destruction of, any real or
personal property (including Agency’s and Consultant’s real or personal property).
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9. Insurance. Without limiting Consultant’s indemnification of the Agency, Consultant
shall provide and maintain at its own expense during the term of this Agreement, or as may be
further required herein, the following insurance coverages and provisions:

a. Prior to commencement of this Agreement, Consultant shall provide certificates of
insurance certifying that all coverage as required herein has been obtained and remains in force for
the period required by this Agreement. Any required endorsement shall be attached to the Certificate
or certified as issued on the Certificate. All Certificates of Insurance shall be sent to the following
address:

Consultant shall not proceed with the Services under this Agreement until it has obtained all
insurance required. All Certificates of Insurance shall provide that the Agency shall receive thirty
(30) days advance written notice of cancellation or major modification before the expiration date.

b. Should, consistent with the terms of this Agreement, any of the work under this Agreement
be subcontracted, Consultant shall require each of its subcontractors to provide the insurance
required herein, or Consultant may name the subcontractors as additional insureds under its own
policies.

¢. Insurance Required:

(i) Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or Commercial General Liability
Insurance for bodily injury (including death) and property damage which provides limits of
not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000) each occurrence and written on an occurrence
basis. If the insurance has a General Aggregate it must be no less than two million dollars
($2,000,000). Each type of insurance shall include coverage for premises/operations,
products/completed operations, contractual liability, broad form property damage, X/C/U
hazards and personal injury.

For either type of general liability insurance, coverage shall include the following
endorsements:

(a) Additional Insured Endorsement: Insurance afforded by this
policy shall also apply to the Agency, and members of the Board of Directors of the
Agency, the officers, agents and employees of the Agency, individually and
collectively, as additional insureds.
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(b} Primary Insurance Endorsement: Insurance afforded by the
Additional Insured Endorsement shall apply as primary insurance, and other insurance
maintained by the Agency, its officers, agents and employees shall be excess only and
shall not contribute to insurance provided under this policy.

(c) Notice of Cancellation or Change of Coverage Endorsement:
Insurance provided by this policy shall not be cancelled so as to no longer meet the
specified Agency insurance requirements without thirty (30) days written notice of such
cancellation being delivered to the Agency at the address to which the Certificate of
Insurance is sent as specified above.

(d) Severability of Interest Endorsement: Insurance provided by this
policy shall apply separately to each insured who is seeking coverage or against whom a
claim is made or a suit brought, except with respect to the policy's limits of liability.

(i) Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability Insurance with
statutory California Workers” Compensation coverage and Employer’s Liability coverage
of not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence for all employees
engaged in services or operations under this Agreement.

(i1i) Legal Malpractice Insurance in an amount not less than one million
dollars ($1,000,000}) per claim and two million dollars ($2,000,000) in the aggregate.

10. Audit. The following audit requirements apply from the effective date of this Agreement
until three years after Agency’s final payment:

a.  Consultant shall allow Agency’s authorized representatives reasonable access during
normal business hours to inspect, audit, and copy Consultant’s records as needed to evaluate and
verify any invoices, payments, and claims that Consultant submits to Agency or that any payee of
Consultant submits to Consultant in connection with this Agreement. ‘Records’ includes, but is not
limited to, correspondence, accounting records, sub-consultant files, change order files, and any other
supporting evidence relevant to the invoices, payments, or claims.

b. Agency and Consultant shall be subject to the examination and audit of the State
Auditor, at the request of Agency or as part of any audit of Agency. Such examinations and audits
shall be confined to matters connected with the performance of this Agreement including but not
limited to administration costs.

This section shall survive the expiration or termination of this Agreement.

11. Termination. Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time for
any reason upon thirty (30} days advance written notice to the other party.
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12. Jurisdiction. This agreement shall be administered and interpreted under the laws of the
State of California and any action brought hereunder shall be brought in the Superior Court in and
for the County of Sutter.

13. Waivers. Waiver of a breach or default under this Agreement shall not constitute a
continuing waiver or a waiver of a subsequent breach of the same or any other provision of this
Agreement.

14. Amendments. Any amendments to this Agreement shall be in writing and executed by
both parties.

15. Entire Agreement. This Agreement, constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties
for the provision of legal services to Agency by Consultant and supersedes all prior oral and written
agreements and communications.

16. Successors and Assigns. This Agreement shall be binding upon and shall inure to the
benefit of any successors to or assigns of the parties.

17. Construction. This Agreement reflects the contributions of both parties and accordingly
the provisions of Civil Code section 1654 shall not apply in interpreting this Agreement.

AWARENESS MONTH )

WHEREAS, the Yuba City Basin (sometimes called the Sutter Basin) is a flat plain
below the elevation of high flows in the surrounding Sacramento, Feather, Yuba and Bear
Rivers;

WHEREAS, rainfall and melting snow result in often-destructive stream flows coming
off the mountains into the rivers. Before dams and levees, Sierra runoff would form deep
pools on much of the Valley floor, taking months to drain into San Francisco Bay;

WHEREAS, despite decades of efforts to ward off inundation, levee breaches in 1917,
1955, 1986 and 1997 have resulted in major flooding, resulting in dozens of deaths and
millions of dollars in property damage to farms, businesses and residences;

WHEREAS, despite years of building levees, dams and other improvements, the risk of
flooding is still serious, threatening lives, property and economic prosperity;

WHEREAS, the Flood Control Authority and other public agency and community
leaders all agree that everyone who lives behind levees should have flood insurance to
protect against economic losses;

WHEREAS, no one level of government or agency has complete control over every
portion of our flood control system, and after events like Hurricane Katrina, roles are also
changing;

WHEREAS, many residents in the jurisdiction encompassed by the Sutter-Butte Flood
Control Agency are not fully aware of the severe threat posed by flooding to their
communities, and are not yet aware of choices and potential projects that further reduce
the risk and the hazard to life property and economic prosperity;

WHEREAS, efforts to improve flood protection in the Yuba City Basin will require
cooperation and coordination from many government agencies and public support from
businesses, community organizations and leaders, and citizens.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Sutter-Butte Flood Control
Agency Board of Directors Hereby:

Designates October 2008 as Flood Awareness Month, and supports programs that
increase public awareness of flood hazards, and the need for both improvements to the
current flood protection system and for purchasing flood insurance;

Invites other governmental agencies, community groups, businesses and citizens to join
in these efforts, so as to ensure the broadest possible awareness of flood issues in the
region; and

Directs staff to coordinate closely with interested parties, and to create an effective team
effort to help build awareness of the hazards posed by flooding to our communities as
well as the work of the Flood Control Agency and its partners to plan, fund and construct
flood improvements.

SUBJECT: Authorize the Executive Director to Sign USACE Feasibiiity Study
Documents

Recommendation

Adopt the attached resolution authorizing the Interim Executive Director Authority to
sign and amend the USACE Feasibility Study Documents

Background

The USACE Sutter Basin Feasibility Study was initiated in 2000, and has been stalled
since 2006. Staff has been working at all levels to restart the study. The key document
which describes the modifications to the scope of work and budget is the Project
Management Plan (PMP), which has recently been completed. The PMP identifies
$5.6M in work required to complete the study over the next 3 years. The local share is
currently estimated to be $2.8M, of which $2.05M will be met using a Proposition 13
grant, and the remaining $0.75M will be cash. The local share is higher than typical due
to an innovative accelerated execution process. Under typical conditions and the
Federal appropriations we have been seeing, the study could take up to 8 years to
complete. The PMP is considered a living document, so it is likely that the costs will
change as the study progresses.

Required USACE signatures in the PMP have been secured, and the document has
been passed to SBFCA for signature. Staff has reviewed the PMP and is satisfied with
its content, and recommends Board approval and authorization for the Executive
Director to sign. Once SBFCA signs the PMP, the Central Valley Flood Protection
Board (CVFPB) will be the last to sign it, which will constitute the notice to proceed.
The CVFPB requires a resolution of the Board authorizing the Executive Director's
signature.

The PMP is an attachment to the Feasibility Cost Sharing Agreement (FCSA) signed at
the outset of the study. The study can restart once the PMP is signed, however, the
parties to the agreement intend to Amend the FCSA in the next 2 months to modify
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contract provisions to increase the allowable work-in-kind and to change the non-
Federal sponsor from the CVFPB alone to a joint non-Federal sponsorship by the
CVFPB and SBFCA. Joint sponsorship will allow the study to continue even if State
funding is held up for any reason (such as failure to promptly pass a budget). The
FCSA Amendment is not ready for signature at this time, but we are requesting the
Board’s approval to delegate signature authority to the Executive Director in anticipation
of that event, so that we can move expeditiously.

The USACE currently has $751k to spend this FY once the PMP is fully executed. Staff
is working with DWR and our congressional delegation to maximize Federal funding for
FYC9 under an expected continuing resolution. Board member assistance in this effort
will likely be requested in the coming months.

SUTTER BASIN FEASIBILITY
STUDY DOCUMENTS

WHEREAS, the Sutter-Butte Flood Control Agency (SBFCA) was formed to plan, fund,
design, and construct improvements to the Sutter Basin flood protection system; and

WHEREAS, the United States Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) is engaged in the
Sutter Basin Feasibility Study, which will identify feasible solutions for improved flood
protection and the Federal interest in a preferred alternative; and

WHEREAS, the Central Valley Flood Protection Board (CVFPB, formerly the California
Reclamation Board) and Sutter County have participated as non-Federal sponsors of the
study to date; and

WHEREAS, the Sutter-Butte Flood Control Agency intends to replace Sutter County as
the local sponsor going forward; and

WHEREAS, in order for the study to proceed, a revised Project Management Plan (PMP)
must be signed by the USACE, SBFCA, and CVFPB; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable to modify the Feasibility Cost Sharing Agreement (FCSA)
between the USACE and CVFPB to increase work-in-kind allowances and to include
SBFCA as a joint non-Federal sponsor, to minimize schedule impacts due to annual
delays in the State budget process; and

WHEREAS, modifications are required of the Local Feasibility Cost Sharing Agreement
{LFCSA) between CVFPB and Sutter County and are required to reflect substitution of
SBFCA for Sutter County, joint sponsorship in the FCSA, and cost sharing provisions
between the State and SBFCA.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Directors of SBFCA
hereby delegates authority to its Executive Director to sign the amended PMP, FCSA,
and LFCSA to accomplish the purposes described above.

SUBJECT: Presentation on Preliminary Geotechnical Investigation by DWR

Summary and Recommendations

DWR will present preliminary findings of their geotechnical investigations of the levees of the
Yuba City Basin. For information only, no action is required.

Background

With the passage of AB142 and later Propositions 84 and 1E, DWR has been conducting
important field investigations of State/Federal levees in the Central Valley. These investigations
have included new LiDAR topographic mapping, subsurface borings, geophysical investigations,
geomorphological research, and geotechnical evaluations, of State/Federal “Project” levees
protecting at least 10,000 people. One of the most costly areas investigated is the Yuba City
Basin, extending from Thermolito Afterbay along the perimeter of the basin to the Wadsworth
Canal, a distance of about 70 miles.

DWR has completed its “P1” investigation, which consists of levee centerline borings, LIDAR
mapping, geophysical investigations, and geomorphology research, and will present their
preliminary findings to the board. The results are very preliminary; in many cases, the
information gathered is inconclusive, and points to a need for additional investigations on the
land side of the levees in certain areas. DWR is currently proceeding to gather the additional
information. Their final findings and conclusions on key topics such as levee stability,
settiement, through seepage, and underseepage will be compiled in a Final Geotechnical
Evaluation Report in about 1 year. This presentation will be our first indication of findings, and
will help SBFCA to develop preliminary expectations of the work required and order of
magnitude costs.

All of DWR’s work is being performed by DWR staff and their contractors using State money,
with no local cost share. Local agencies have been fully cooperating with DWR'’s efforts.

Presenters are expected to include Steve Mahnke, Chief of the Levee Evaluations Branch, Rick
Stauber, Scott Rice, and possibly other DWR experts. ‘

Background

2008-09 for their review. Policy guidelines established by the Board at its April 16"
meeting were followed during the preparation of the proposed budget. The budgeted
amounts are based on existing obligations as well as projected expenditures. During
consultation with Robin Bertagna, Chief Financial Officer for Yuba City and SBFCA, a
projected ending balance was established and used to reduce the final requested
contribution from Yuba City and Sutter County.

We will ask the Board to adopt the Final Budget at the meeting on June 11™. In the
meantime, staff will be available to answer questions regarding the Proposed Budget
and modifications can be made prior to final approval.

Once the Board adopts the Final Budget, we will request a contribution from Yuba City
and Sutter County. The Final Budget will be approved subject to contributions by the
aforementioned Agencies.
